


General Comment: If hazardous waste is generated during the project, then please contact 719-526-1686.
The following only applies if any hazardous or universal waste is generated by the contractor during the project.
1) Per  AR 200-1; 10-1.d.9(b) “Hazardous waste generated incidental to the execution of service or construction contracts should be disposed of by the contractor performing the basic contract, at the contractor’s expense, using the installation’s generator identification number on the manifest. Such actions must be coordinated with the installation environmental coordinator and documented in writing.”
a. All hazardous waste generated on Fort Carson must be shipped under Fort Carson’s EPA ID # on a hazardous waste manifest signed by those individuals who have been authorized in writing and are appropriately trained.  Currently only DPW ED HWSF and IRP personnel are authorized in writing to sign hazardous waste manifests on Fort Carson. (AR 200-1; 10-1.d.6).
b. While it is the responsibility of the contractor to train their personnel on properly managing any hazardous/universal waste generated as part of their project, coordination with the DPW ED must take place to ensure required training (see CG_GC Mandatory Hazardous Waste General Awareness Training Policy) is completed and documented.  
2) Storage of hazardous and universal waste is not allowed unless arrangements have been made with the DPW ED to establish a SAP or UWAP at the Contractor’s site or other agreed upon location.
a. Only DPW ED personnel can authorize a hazardous/universal waste storage area.
b. Hazardous wastes must be taken to an approved SAP or shipped off-site at the end of the shift in which it was generated – and within 24 hours if it is a universal waste.
c. It is strongly encouraged the contractor coordinates with the DPW ED for potential storage arrangements.
d. Federal, state, Army, and Fort Carson regulations mandate additional inspection, documentation, and training requirements for the storage of hazardous/universal waste.
3) Per the Settlement Agreement for Compliance Order on Consent #07-00-00-01, ANY spill of hazardous waste must be reported to CDPHE by the DPW ED immediately.  (This does not include a spill of hazardous material).
4) Per Fort Carson’s RCRA Part B Permit all documentation of hazardous waste shipped must be maintained in Fort Carson’s official Operating Record until closure of the facility.
