1 First section: “cars” will always be used to identify the location as Fort Carson.

2 Second section: requires 4 characters to describe the activity or unit (see attached spreadsheet for activity codes).  The letter X will be used as a space filler to ensure 4-character spacing, ex: “dolx” denotes a DOL computer.  

3 Third section: requires 2 characters to describe the type of equipment, examples:



wk - workstation



nb - laptop



pr - printer

4 Fourth section: requires a 1-character special code designator for local use.  Currently there are only 3 codes.



d - DMS computer



s - STAMIS computer



x - regular computer



r - Reserve Units



g – National Guard

5 Fifth section: requires a 4-character sequence number (0001 through 9999) assigned by DOIM help desk to avoid duplicates.  Sequence numbers will be assigned sequentially based on: using unit, type of equipment (nb, wk, pr) and special code (d, s, x).

1 First section:  User defined; office symbol, work center, etc
2 Second section: Primary applications used, Office Automation (OA) includes all email and typical MS Office applications.  Other applications could include STAMIS or other remote applications, such as, ULLS-G, DPAS, MOBLAS, etc.

3 Third section:  Primary user’s last name.

4 Fourth section: Primary user’s phone number. If off Post – list full number.

5 Fifth section:  Building number where computer is located.  If off post, list full address (as much as possible).

6 Sixth section:  Room number
