ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AND ENHANCEMENT

1.  7th ID and FC Reg 200-1, dtd 15 Dec 99, is hereby changed as follows:

Chapter 4, Air Quality Management:


Replace Chapter 4-3, Responsibilities, beginning with “g.” with the enclosed section titled the same.


Replace Chapter 4-10, Smoke and Obscurant Training, with the enclosed section titled the same.

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4-3.  RESPONSIBILITIES

g. Unit commanders will:

          (6) Approve the smoke and obscurant training exercise, as well as the associated Risk Assessments.
          (7) Enforce the procedures for using any smoke on post, which include 

enforcement of the 1 kilometer (km) and 300 meter (m) buffer areas for smoke generators (e.g., M58 Wolf Mechanized Smoke System, VEESS, etc.)/smoke pot type obscurants and hand-held pyrotechnic smoke/smoke grenade type munitions, respectively.  In addition, ensure that designated smoke observers are posted during all smoke or obscurant training exercises.  

(8) Ensure that a senior ranking 

NCO has completed the Fort Carson Range Safety certification course prior to conducting any training on Fort Carson ranges. 

(9) Ensure that favorable, local 

weather conditions are obtained (and documented on the Smoke Training Exercise Report for those smoke and obscurant exercises occurring within 3 km from the installation boundary) prior to and during all smoke and obscurant training, regardless of location. 

          (10) Ensure that if CS, obscurant smoke or pyrotechnic smoke munitions (any smoke) occurs WITHIN 3 km of the Installation boundary, a Smoke Training Exercise Report (available at: FC Regulation 385-63, Appendix E; FC Regulation 200-1; FCRC; DECAM; DECAM website; HMCC; ASP; EPO and RSO Training Courses) is completed and faxed to the DECAM WITHIN 24 HOURS after completion of smoke and obscurant training (526-6428/1705, Attn: Air Program).  
          (11) Ensure that the Smoke Incident section of the Smoke Training Exercise Report is completed if any smoke is transported off post or if, depending on the source, smoke enters either the 1km or 300 m buffer areas. 

            (12) Ensure that smoke and obscurants are used properly during tactical training situations. 

h.  The Chief of Fort Carson Range Control (FCRC) will:

            (1) Coordinate training events of all CS, obscurant smoke or pyrotechnic smoke munitions (any smoke) via Range Facility Management Support System (RFMSS).

            (2) Contact DECAM WITHIN 24 HOURS if there is a change to RFMSS during the week of the training operation. 


(3) Approve the Request Summary for a unit wanting to conduct smoke and obscurant training. 

(4) Enforce the 1 km and 300 m buffer area for smoke generators (e.g., M58 Wolf Mechanized Smoke System, VEESS, etc.)/smoke pot type obscurants and hand-held pyrotechnic smoke/smoke grenade type munitions, respectively.                 

(5) Immediately notify the DECAM of any violation of these buffer areas.

             (6) Stop smoke and obscurant training if smoke has entered the buffer areas or leaves the property boundary. 

              (7) Ensure the unit completes the incident report at the bottom of the Smoke Training Exercise Report, which the Range Inspector must sign.  

             (8)  Conduct spot checks/ inspections of training events to ensure no smoke enters the buffer zones or is transported off post, that designated smoke observers are in place, and that the unit is complying with the Range and Environmental regulations.

i. All activities that procure and use ODS/CFC products will maintain records listing types and quantity of all ODS/CFC products purchased and used.  Acceptable substitutes will be utilized, where possible, IAW DA, Federal, State and local guidance.

j.  All units and activities will encourage employees to carpool, utilize alternative transportation and take other air pollution reduction actions in their daily lives as concerned members of our communities. 

4-10. SMOKE AND OBSCURANT TRAININGS

a. Obtain an approved Request Summary from FCRC before CS, obscurant smoke or pyrotechnic smoke munitions (any smoke) training occurs.  The document must clearly state all smoke munition DODICs or fog oil to be used.

 b. Supply.

  (1) The unit must provide both an approved Request Summary (from FCRC) and an approved DA 581 form (from the Installation Ammunition Office) to the Ammunition Supply Point (ASP) before any smoke munitions can be issued.  The ASP shall only issue those DODICs stated on the Request Summary.  No hand written DODICs will be issued.

        (a) At the time of issuing the material, the ASP will provide a Smoke Information Paper to the unit whose signature will acknowledge receipt and review of the document.   

        (2) The DOL HMMC shall only issue fog oil to units submitting a Requisition Form (DA 2765) and a signature card.  


   (a) At the time of issuing the material, the DOL HMMC will provide a Smoke Information Paper to the unit whose signature will acknowledge receipt and review of the document.  

c. Conditions of use.

(1) All CS, obscurant smoke or pyrotechnic smoke munitions (any smoke) is NOT permitted to cross the post boundary, which is a violation of State regulations.

              (2) Graphite is not currently permitted for use but will be considered on a case-by-case basis by the State, which must be coordinated through the DECAM.

        (3) All units conducting smoke training only WITHIN 3KM of the Installation boundary will complete and fax a Smoke Training Exercise Report (available at: FC Regulation 385-63, Appendix E; FC Regulation 200-1; FCRC; DECAM; DECAM website; HMCC; ASP; EPO and RSO Training Courses) to the DECAM WITHIN 24 HOURS after completion of smoke and obscurant training (526-6428/1705; Attn: Air Program).  NOTE: This is an interim reporting requirement for those smoke and obscurant exercises that occur within the 3 km buffer until the State regulation is officially rewritten.

(4) In addition to obtaining current weather conditions from FCRC, units are advised that they can access additional local weather conditions (e.g., wind direction, temperature) available at Airburst (Range 123).  

(5) Units will not use smoke generators (e.g., M58 Wolf Mechanized Smoke System, VEESS, etc.) or smoke pot type obscurants within 1 km from the Installation boundary and an observer will be posted to ensure the smoke does not enter the 1 km buffer zone or cross the post boundary.  If either occurs, the generation of these types of obscurants will cease immediately, FCRC will be notified and training will stop.  The unit will complete the smoke incident section in the Smoke Training Exercise Report and submit it to the DECAM WITHIN 24 HOURS of the incident.

         (6) A maximum of  1,540 gallons per day  (equivalent to 28 drums) of fog oil
 may be used at Ft. Carson, as well as at the PCMS.   

         (7)  Units will not use hand-held pyrotechnic smoke or smoke grenade type munitions within 300 m from the Installation boundary and an observer will be posted to ensure the smoke does not enter the 300 m buffer zone or cross the post boundary.  If either occurs, the use of this type of munitions will cease immediately, FCRC will be notified and training will stop.  The unit will complete the smoke incident section in the Smoke Training Exercise Report and submit it to the DECAM WITHIN 24 HOURS of the incident .
(8) For ANY smoke and obscurant training, smoke observers will be posted at the appropriate buffer areas to ensure that smoke does not cross the post boundary.  Appropriate buffers depend on the source type.  
             (9)  For units training WITHIN 3 km of the Installation boundary, smoke observers will be posted on the 1 km buffer boundary for smoke generators (e.g., M58 Wolf Mechanized Smoke System, VEESS, etc.) or smoke pot type obscurant training and on the 300 m buffer boundary for hand-held pyrotechnic smoke or smoke grenade type munitions training.            



(10) Units drawing red grenades (G950) will be exempt from the Smoke Training Exercise Report requirements if they are drawn as part of the OPLOAD for emergency use only.  However, any unit using red grenades within the 300 m buffer zone for emergency purposes MUST immediately notify the Fort Carson Range Control and the DECAM, as well as complete the entire Smoke Training Exercise Report.

         (11) Total fog oil usage data shall be provided directly to the DECAM by the 89th Chemical Company or ANY OTHER UNIT using fog oil within seven days of conclusion of the exercise.  Included in this report shall be the total gallons of fog oil used, duration of the smoke, the names and ranks of the designated observer and smoke control officer, and the general location from which the smoke was generated.
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
