SAMPLE CANDIDATE BIOGRAPHY


Staff Sergeant Tommy Tanker entered Federal Active Service 1 April 1990 from Detroit, Michigan.  He was assigned to Alpha Company, 1st Battalion, 81st Armor Training Battalion for One Station Unit Training.  He was quickly identified as a top performer, and was subsequently enrolled in the Excellence In Armor Program.  Through this program, he was placed on an accelerated promotion system, earning him Private First Class prior to graduation.  He graduated top in his OSUT, gaining the Physical Fitness and Marksmanship Awards.


Staff Sergeant Tanker's first duty station was in Alpha Company, 4th Battalion, 67th Armor in Friedberg, Germany.  He was again identified as an outstanding performer, and was placed in the gunner's position.  Quickly becoming a fine tanker, he was promoted to Specialist prior to the end of 1990, when his unit was alerted to Saudi Arabia, and subsequently Iraq.

In January 1993, Staff Sergeant Tanker PCS'd to Fort Hood, Texas, and was assigned to Alpha Company, 3d Battalion, 32d Armor.  He was originally assigned as a Gunner on an M1A1 Main Battle Tank, but was soon moved to Tank Commander.  Shortly after this move, Staff Sergeant Tanker distinguished himself once again becoming the Distinguished Honor Graduate for the Basic Noncommissioned Officer's Course, 19K30.  


Staff Sergeant Tanker was promoted to Staff Sergeant 1 April 1994, after completing his Bachelors Degree, and completing M1A1 Master Gunner's Course at Fort Knox, Kentucky.


Staff Sergeant Tanker was assigned to the 3d Armored Cavalry Regiment as Regiment Master Gunner in December 1996.  He has proved a valuable leader of soldiers in all aspects of the Army, and has continually set the standard for community involvement and improvement.
