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Chapter 1

General

1-1. Purpose.  This chapter establishes policies and procedures and assigns responsibilities for the conservation of the wildlife resources of Fort Carson and the PCMS.

1-2. Scope.  This regulation applies to all persons using the wildlife resources of Fort Carson and the PCMS.  

1-3. General.


a. It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Manage the wildlife resources of Fort Carson and the PCMS to provide for sustained multiple use and the continued accomplishment of the military mission.



(2) Maintain the Integrated Natural Resources Management Plan in partnership with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) and the Colorado Division of Wildlife (CDOW).



(3) Provide public access for outdoor recreational activities and the harvest of wildlife when compatible with environmental conditions or restrictions and the objectives of sustained multiple use and the continued accomplishment of the military mission, in accordance with DoD Instruction 4715.3 and AR 200-3.



(4) Establish permits and fees for activities that utilize the wildlife resources of Fort Carson and the PCMS in accordance with 16 USC 670a‑f.



(5) Enforce all federal and state wildlife laws and regulations.


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions for wildlife related terms such as chumming, creel and bag limits, field trial, and other terms used in this regulation are as defined by the CDOW in state regulations and statutes.  The following are additional definitions of terms used in this regulation:



(1) Adult Sponsor: Any individual 18 years old or older who is responsible for a minor.



(2) Blackout Drive: Driving without headlights, in or through military training areas, from sunset to sunrise.  When blackout drive is in effect, only parking lights can be used for navigation.  Refer to Chapter 1-7 for exceptions to the blackout drive regulation.



(3) Cantonment: Region of Fort Carson and the PCMS where housing, barracks, vehicle and railroad yards, and other facilities are located.



(4) Downrange: Military training lands outside of the Fort Carson and PCMS cantonments.  On Fort Carson, downrange is divided into approximately 56 training areas.  The PCMS is divided into approximately 21 areas.  Downrange recreational activities are regulated by assigning recreational users to specific training areas.



(5) Downrange Pass: The document issued to a permit holder, which grants access to specific areas on the installation.  These passes are valid from

4:00 am of the valid date until the required return time and date shown on the pass.



(6) Environmental Restrictions/Conditions: Inclement weather conditions that are severe enough to warrant road closures and restricted downrange access by recreationists.



(7) Minor: Any individual 17 years old or younger.



(8) Permit: A plastic, serially number card issued for a fee by the Outdoor Recreation Branch (ORC).  A permit is required for all wildlife recreational activities on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(9) Public Road: Any road that is maintained and allows for public or military travel including all Fort Carson and the PCMS roads designated by a route number, either on a sign or map.



(10) Range Control Office (RCO): The office that issues downrange passes for the recreational use of training areas on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(11) Recreational Access Road: Downrange road available for use by recreationists.  These roads are depicted on the Fort Carson wildlife recreation map.  Additional recreational roads, not shown on the map, can be established at the discretion of the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.



(12) Recreationist: Person participating in wildlife related activities. 

1-4. Responsibilities.


a. The DECAM will:



(1) Maintain and Implement the Integrated Natural Resources Management Plan and develop annual work plans for Fort Carson and the PCMS based on consultations with the USFWS and CDOW.



(2) Maintain or improve wildlife habitat by designing and implementing habitat improvement projects.



(3) Conduct surveys and research of wildlife populations and habitat use.  



(4) Monitor levels of environmental contaminants in wildlife habitats and in wildlife species of Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(5)  Control nuisance animals when necessary.



(6) Publish allowable wildlife harvest levels, season lengths, game animal size/point restrictions, possession limits, and wildlife management restrictions based on coordination with the CDOW and the USFWS.  



(7) Compile harvest statistics on harvested fish and wildlife.



(8) Establish appropriate permits and fees for activities that utilize the wildlife of Fort Carson and the PCMS.  



(9) Plan and execute budget expenditures of the funds obtained from permit sales within the guidelines provided by the Department of Defense (DoD).



(10) Provide instruction on safety precautions, restrictions, and hazards associated with military training lands to individuals purchasing recreation permits for Fort Carson or the PCMS.



(11) Provide technical guidance and assistance to the RCO on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(12) Enforce wildlife required laws/regulations and coordinate wildlife law enforcement efforts with the Fort Carson Provost Marshal, Staff Judge Advocate, the USFWS, and the CDOW.



(13) Administer the monetary penalty and suspension system of this regulation.



(14) Amend this regulation as necessary.


b. The Provost Marshals Office (PMO) will assist with enforcement of wildlife laws and regulations within the limits of existing jurisdictions and in coordination with commissioned law enforcement officers within the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office, the CDOW, and the USFWS.


c. The Outdoor Recreation Branch (ORB), Community Recreation Division, and the Directorate of Community Affairs (DCA) will operate a sales outlet for Fort Carson wildlife recreational permits. 


d. The Range Control Office (RCO), Range Division, Directorate of Plans, Training, and Mobilization will:



(1) Operate the RCO and issue downrange passes for recreational purposes on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(2) Maintain lists of areas on Fort Carson and the PCMS available for recreational use.


e. The Garrison Commander (GC) will review suspension appeals and make final decisions concerning suspensions of recreational privileges on Fort Carson and the PCMS.


f. Recreationists are responsible for:



(1) Complying with this regulation, Fort Carson, CDOW, and USFWS statutes and regulations and other applicable regulations and notices posted by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.



(2) Knowing the boundaries of the training areas to which they are assigned.  Under no circumstances will recreationists move into or through a closed area.



(3) Obtaining the required federal or state license, stamp, or permit for any regulated recreational activity.



(4) Obtaining the required Fort Carson permit required for any wildlife recreational activity.



(5) Obtaining a downrange pass before entering any training area or restricted area on Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Permit holders must adhere to the limitations and specifications assigned by the Range Pass.

1-5. Wildlife Management.


a. Maintenance and improvement of wildlife habitat, manipulation of animal populations, control of recreational activities, and wildlife law enforcement will be the primary means of wildlife management accomplished on Fort Carson and the PCMS. 


b. Introduction or stocking of any species of wildlife will be coordinated with the USFWS and the CDOW.  


c. Research of fish and wildlife populations and habitat may be accomplished in cooperation with the USFWS and other federal agencies, the CDOW, universities, and private conservation organizations.  Requests for research, services, or loan of equipment for biological investigations will be coordinated through the DECAM.  The DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office may provide assistance for wildlife research as outlined in a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).

1-6. Eligibility And Public Access.


a. Eligibility for activities governed by this regulation will be in accordance with DoD 4715.3 and AR 200-3.  All military personnel and civilians shall have equal opportunity for wildlife recreation on Fort Carson and the PCMS.


b. Land and water resources available for public recreational use have controlled access and are subject to environmental conditions/restrictions, safety and military security considerations. 


c. Recreational use may be limited by the Installation Commander (CG) to protect natural resources or to ensure safety, security, protection of government property, or the effective accomplishment of the military mission.  The CG may deny anyone access to Fort Carson or the PCMS.


d. Disabled individuals possessing CDOW and Fort Carson disabled hunting permits will be granted authorization to hunt on Fort Carson and the PCMS using the privileges granted by the CDOW special permit.
1-7. General Restrictions.  The following general restrictions apply to all recreationists on Fort Carson and the PCMS:

a. Areas posed “closed” by signs may not be entered for any reason.  Do not drive or walk past closed range barriers posted on, or adjacent to any road or trail.  Range barriers may be metal gates or barricades with signs stating Halt Do Not Enter, Live Fire Area, or similar wording or symbols.


b. Driving any vehicle off designated roads is prohibited.  Recreationists may drive only upon designated recreational access roads.


c. Driving vehicles at night is restricted to blackout drive (parking lights only) south of the Installation Light Line (routes 3 and 4) on Fort Carson, except on Route 1 where headlights must be used.  The blackout drive region of the PCMS consists of the entire Installation, exclusive of the cantonment and is enforced whenever military training is being conducted or if posted by the PCMS Range Control Office. 


d. Recreationists may wade in Fort Carson and PCMS waters when engaged in a permitted activity.  Swimming and wading for non-permitted activities are prohibited.


e. Use of boats powered by an internal combustion engine are prohibited on all Fort Carson and PCMS reservoirs unless authorized by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Only float tubes, crafts powered by small electric fishing motors and self-propelled craft, excluding sailboards, are permitted.  All Colorado boating statutes and regulations must be met for watercraft used on Fort Carson and the PCMS.


f.  Electronic or vocal calling of threatened or endangered species is prohibited.


g.  Services offered and/or used for guiding and/or outfitting for compensation of any kind are prohibited.  All other commercial uses, unless specifically permitted by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office, are prohibited.

 
h. All permitted fishing, hunting and non-consumptive wildlife recreational activities on Fort Carson or the PCMS are governed by, federal, state, and Fort Carson statutes and regulations.  For reasons of safety, support of the military mission, or for wildlife management purposes, Fort Carson and PCMS regulations may be more restrictive.


i.  Anyone in the field with a firearm will be assumed to be hunting and therefore must have the required licenses and permits.  Only persons possessing a valid range pass may carry firearms.


j.  Firearms, including hand-held archery bows and crossbows, transported onto Fort Carson or the PCMS, for any purpose, must be registered with the PMO (FC Reg 210-18, Chapter 2).  Refer to Chapter 3-7 of this regulation for additional information regarding weapons registration.  


k. All Terrain Vehicles (ATVs) and horses are prohibited.


l. When firearms are transported in a vehicle, all ammo must be removed from the firearms, magazines, and clips.  A firearm is considered loaded if there is ammo in the weapon, in the magazine, or in the clip.


m. No person shall transport or have custody of any dog on Fort Carson or the PCMS that would cause a reasonable person to believe that the dog may inflict injury upon any person.  Dogs transported onto Fort Carson or the PCMS must be under the direct personal control of a person and not allowed to harass wildlife or persons. 


n. All dogs brought onto Fort Carson and the PCMS must be vaccinated for rabies.  Colorado law requires annual vaccination of dogs three months of age or older, and the owner must possess proof of the vaccination.
1-8.  Wildlife Demonstration Area.


a. The Wildlife Demonstration Area (WDA) will be managed by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  All vehicles are restricted to established parking areas unless authorized by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Tactical military training is not allowed in this area.


b. The WDA is accessible by foot only for nonconsumptive wildlife related activities such as dog training, birding, and photography.  Fishing and hunting are prohibited in the WDA. 


c. Public access to the WDA is permitted year‑round from sunrise to sunset.  Access to the WDA does not require a range pass.  Individuals must adhere to special directions posted on signs, by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office. 


d. Access to wetlands may be denied during the waterfowl nesting season, March through June.  If this or any other restrictions are implemented by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office, appropriate signs will be posted at the parking areas of the WDA.

1-9. Finance and Accounting.


a. 16 USC 670a-f, DOD 4715.3 and AR 200-3 authorize the collection of user fees for permits and support of permits.  Collections and disbursements of these funds will be accounted for and reported in accordance with AR 37‑100 and AR 37‑108.


b. A release and hold harmless agreement (Indemnity and Authorization CRD ID Worksheet, FC Form 1075-2) relieving the U.S. Government of liability must be signed by the permittee.  The ORB sales cashiers and PCMS RCO personnel will verify the purchaser’s personal information provided on the hold harmless agreement and collect fees for permits issued in accordance with this regulation.  Personal information from the indemnity form is recorded in a database at the ORC.  The original copy of the indemnity form is kept at the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office for 5 years.  A permit (a serially numbered plastic card) will be issued to recreationists purchasing a permit at the Fort Carson ORC.  Individuals purchasing a permit at the PCMS RCO will be issued a copy of the indemnity form as a temporary permit; plastic cards will be mailed to these individuals.


c. Funds collected from permit sales will be made available for expenditure on Fort Carson and the PCMS solely for the protection, conservation and management of wildlife.  Primary emphasis shall be expenditures for habitat management, habitat improvement, staff support, and related activities in accordance with DOD 4715.3 and AR 200-3.


d. The DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office is delegated authority to obligate funds (21X) from permit sales.  The DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office will be responsible for maintaining control of obligations and expenditures, balances and disposition of funds to be obligated.  Obligations and expenditures from this account will be accounted for and reported in the same manner as allocated funds.  Labor, contractual services and materials furnished for fish and wildlife management from Installation Operation and Maintenance, Army (O&MA) or Army Stock Fund (ASF) may be on a reimbursable basis in accordance with normal appropriation reimbursement procedures under AR 37‑103 and AR 37‑111.


e. The ORB Non‑Appropriated Fund (NAF) shall be reimbursed five percent of the annual revenues (or actual costs if greater than five percent but not exceeding ten percent) to support the administration of the permit program.

Chapter 2

Fishing

2-1. Purpose.  This chapter identifies the procedures and restrictions for fishing on Fort Carson.  Fishing is prohibited at the PCMS.  

2-2. General.


a. Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Provide public access for fishing when compatible with the objectives of multiple use, environmental conditions/restrictions, natural resource management and the continued accomplishment of the military mission.



(2) Require anglers to know fishing related regulations and laws.



(3) Require anglers to obtain a Fort Carson fishing or combination permit to fish. 



(4) Require anglers to obtain a downrange pass before proceeding to any Installation area requiring a downrange pass.



(5) Post special regulations at fishing reservoirs and the RCO.  Posted notices of fishing restrictions are considered legally binding.



(6) Issue citations to individuals violating this, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.



(7) Suspend the recreational privileges of individuals violating this or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions and abbreviations used in this chapter are defined in Chapter 1.  The following are additional definitions:



(1) Greenback Cutthroat Trout (GCT): A federally threatened species of fish protected by the Endangered Species Act.



(2) GCT permit:  A permit sold to individuals, to allow access to fish in designated Greenback Cutthroat Trout reservoirs on Fort Carson.  The GCT permit and a valid Fort Carson fishing or combination permit are required for participating in the catch-and-release GCT fishing program.  Twenty-five GCT permits are issued annually on a first-come-first-served basis beginning 20 December of the preceding year.



(3) GCT Pass: The two-copy document that serves as a vehicle permit and harvest census form for each GCT fishing trip.  GCT passes are provided to the permit holder when the permit is purchased.

2-3. Responsibilities.  Responsibilities are identified in Chapter 1.

2-4. General Restrictions.  General restrictions identified in Chapter 1 apply to all anglers on Fort Carson:

2-5. License Requirements.  Anyone fishing on Fort Carson must comply with the following license requirements:


a. Any angler 16 years of age or older must have a valid Colorado fishing license and a valid Fort Carson fishing permit.  Fees and procedures for obtaining a Fort Carson fishing permit are described in Chapter 5.

b. An angler 15 years old or younger is not required to have a Colorado fishing license or a Fort Carson fishing permit, but is entitled to only 1/2 the daily bag and possession limits set by the CDOW or the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.
2-6. Downrange Pass Requirements.


a. Anglers at Gale, Womack, Small Bird, Large Bird, Townsend, Haymes and Northside Reservoirs are not required to obtain a downrange pass from the RCO.  Anglers with GCT permits do not need a downrange pass for Lytle Reservoir, but they must not drive beyond the pole gate on Route 9 without a range pass.  The Route 9 pole gate is located east of the Turkey Creek Ranch picnic facilities.


b. Anglers at Spring Branch and Teller reservoirs, GCT anglers at Duck Pond, and anglers using Fort Carson streams and ponds in military training areas are required to obtain a downrange pass from the RCO.  Downrange passes can be required by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office for access to any reservoir.  Procedures for obtaining downrange passes are described in Chapter 6.

2-7. Fort Carson Fishing Restrictions.  The following restrictions apply while fishing on Fort Carson:


a. Fishing methods, seasons, size limits, daily bag limits, and possession limits are established by CDOW regulations unless further restricted in this regulation or by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Additional restrictions imposed by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office will be posted at the RCO and at fishing reservoirs.


b. No more than two trout in the daily limit authorized by the CDOW may be over 14 inches in length.


c. Fishing is prohibited at the Wildlife Demonstration Area.  Fishing at Lytle and Duck ponds requires a GCT permit.


d. Teller and other reservoirs may be closed to fishing during waterfowl hunting seasons or for dog field trials held on the installation.  The DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office will ensure that areas closed to fishing are properly marked.

e. Minnows or other live fish species may not be used as bait or released into any reservoir or stream on Fort Carson.  Trapping and seining for minnows is prohibited unless a letter of authorization is obtained from the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Only minnow species designated by the CDOW can be kept.  Captured Arkansas Darters, a Colorado threatened species and other protected nongame species must be returned to the water immediately and unharmed.


f. Introducing fish of any type or moving fish between reservoirs or streams is prohibited.


g.  Ice fishing is prohibited.


h.  The use of trotlines is prohibited.


i. Gale, Womack, Small Bird, Large Bird, Townsend, Haymes, and Northside Reservoirs are open for fishing 24-hours daily.  Lytle Reservoir is open to fishing from sunrise to sunset.  


j. Fishing times at reservoirs requiring a Range Pass are designated on the Range Pass.  The hours fished and the number of fish harvested, including fish released, must be recorded on the yellow copy of the range pass.


k. The DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office or the Commanding General can impose restrictions on the hours and days of fishing for any reservoir. 

2-8. Teller Reservoir Fishing Restrictions.


a. Fishing at Teller Reservoir is strictly limited to catch‑and‑release.  Only barbless hooks are permitted.


b. Teller Reservoir is open for fishing March through November except when a legal waterfowl season is in progress, or when environmental conditions/restrictions or military training precludes access.


c. The northern end of Teller Reservoir may be closed to fishing during the waterfowl nesting season, March through June.  If closed, signs and buoy lines will delineate closed areas.


d. Night fishing at Teller Reservoir is restricted to weekends and holidays.  Driving with headlights at night is permitted only on Route 1.  Blackout drive (parking lights only) must be used when driving on any other approved route to Teller Reservoir.


e. One bass or trout per year may be caught and kept for trophy mounting.  Trophy fish permits are issued at the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  The species, size, and a photograph of the fish are required for obtaining a permit.


f. Fish caught at Teller Reservoir may not be consumed.


g. Teller Reservoir anglers must record fishing hours and harvest data on the yellow copy of their range pass.  Teller Reservoir harvest data is the number of fish caught and released, and/or a kept trophy fish. 

2-9. Greenback Cutthroat Trout Fishing Restrictions.


a. In addition to the license requirements in Paragraph 2‑5, above, all persons fishing for GCT on Fort Carson must comply with the following requirements:



(1) Each angler, regardless of age, must purchase a GCT permit in order to fish at Duck or Lytle ponds.  Twenty-five GCT permits will be issued each year on a first‑come-first‑served basis.  The annual fee for the GCT permit is $40.00 for all anglers.  Procedures for purchasing a GCT permit are described in Chapter 5.



(2) Each angler, regardless of age, must possess a GCT pass while fishing at Duck or Lytle ponds.  Ten copies of the GCT pass will be issued to each angler at the time the GCT permit is purchased.  Additional copies of the GCT pass may be obtained from the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Procedures for validating and using a daily GCT pass will be issued at the time the GCT permit is purchased. 


b. The following restrictions apply while fishing for GCT on Fort Carson:



(1) Duck and Lytle Ponds are limited to catch‑and‑release fishing.  All fish must be immediately released and returned to the water unharmed. 



(2) Only artificial flies with barbless hooks may be used. 



(3) Anglers may use only one rod with a maximum of two barbless hooks attached. 



(4) Duck and Lytle ponds are open for fishing from 1 March to 14 April and from 15 May to 31 October.  The availability of Duck Pond depends upon military training activities or environmental conditions/restrictions.



(5) The spring and inlet streams to Lytle and Duck ponds are off-limits to fishing and wading throughout the year.



(6) Fishing is permitted sunrise to sunset. 



(7) Access to Lytle Pond is through the Turkey Creek Recreation Area and parking is confined to the area immediately east of the pole gate on Route 9.  The Route 9 pole gate is located east of the Turkey Creek Ranch picnic facilities.  Parking for Duck Pond is confined to the designated area on the west side of the reservoir.



(8) Anglers may wade in Duck and Lytle ponds while fishing. 



(9) Only float tubes are permitted on Duck Pond and Lytle Reservoir.  All other boats and watercraft are prohibited. 



(10) Introducing fish into Duck or Lytle ponds is prohibited.



(11) A range pass is required for access to Duck Pond.


c. GCT permit holders must record and return all fishing dates, hours and harvest data on the passes supplied to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office by 10 November of the permit year.


d. Additional information concerning this program is available from the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.
Chapter 3

Hunting 

3-1. Purpose.  This chapter identifies the procedures and restrictions for hunting on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

3-2. General.


a. Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Provide public access for hunting when compatible with the objectives of multiple use, environmental conditions/restrictions, natural resource management and the continued accomplishment of the military mission.



(2) Require hunters to know the regulations governing the activity in which they are engaged.  All regulations regarding hunting conform to CDOW and USFWS regulations, except that Fort Carson regulations may be more restrictive.



(3) Require hunters to purchase a Fort Carson hunting or combination permit to hunt on Fort Carson and the PCMS. 



(4) Require hunters on Fort Carson and the PCMS to obtain downrange passes before proceeding to any area requiring a downrange pass.



(5) Post special regulations at the RCO.



(6) Issue citations to individuals violating this, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.



(7) Suspend the recreational privileges of individuals violating this or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions and abbreviations used are as defined in Chapter 1.

3-3. Responsibilities.  Responsibilities are identified in Chapter 1.

3-4. General Restrictions.  General restrictions identified in Chapter 1 of this regulation apply to all hunters on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

3-5. License Requirements.  Anyone hunting on Fort Carson or the PCMS must comply with the following license requirements:


a. Each hunter must possess a valid Colorado hunting license.


b. Anyone born after 1 January 1949 must possess a valid CDOW hunter safety card. 


c. Each hunter must possess a daily or annual Fort Carson hunting or combination permit.  Fort Carson hunting permits cover all species of wildlife that may be legally hunted on Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Separate permits are not required for Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Fees and procedures for obtaining a permit are described in Chapter 5.


d. A Federal Migratory Bird Hunting Stamp and a Colorado State Waterfowl Stamp is required for anyone 16 years of age or older who is hunting migratory waterfowl.  The stamp must be signed in ink across the face.  Federal Duck Stamps are available at U.S. Post Offices and CDOW offices.  Colorado Duck Stamps are available at license agents and CDOW offices.


e. All permits and/or licenses required by the CDOW to hunt a particular species are required to hunt on Fort Carson and the PCMS.


f. A Fort Carson hunting permit is required for individuals training dogs using firearms.

3-6.  Downrange Pass Requirements.  Each hunter or dog trainer using firearms on Fort Carson and the PCMS is required to obtain a downrange pass from the RCO.  Hunters on scouting trips at Fort Carson and the PCMS must record "Scouting" on the Range Pass.  Procedures for obtaining downrange passes are described in Chapter 6.

3-7. Firearms Registration. 


a. All firearms brought onto Fort Carson and the PCMS must be registered with the PMO (FC Reg 210-18, Chapter 2).  The Registration of Personal Weapons form (FC Form 66) is used to register firearms and is provided to soldiers during in-processing and at the unit of assignment.  Civilians and soldiers can register firearms at the Fort Carson Provost Marshall Office (Building 2700), 4625 Christie, Fort Carson, CO 80913-4405.


b. Proof of firearm registration will be required of all individuals prior to their purchase of a hunting permit.  Valid proof of firearm registration is either one of the original copies of the  Registration of Personal Firearms form (FC Form 66) or a document sanctioned by and acquired from the Provost Marshall Office.

3-8. Fort Carson Hunting Restrictions.  The following restrictions apply while hunting on Fort Carson:


a. Hunting methods, seasons and daily bag limit and possession limits conform to CDOW regulations unless further restricted in this regulation or by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office and posted at the RCO.


b. Minors are prohibited from hunting on Fort Carson unless accompanied by an adult sponsor.


c. Hunting with center-fire and rim-fire rifles is permitted only on weekends and holidays.


d. It is prohibited to shoot center-fire rifles within 1,000 meters towards the Installation boundary or adjacent private property, the Turkey Creek Recreation Area, Camp Red Devil, the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office, or any other area or facility which is closed to hunting.


e. It is prohibited to shoot within 300 meters, toward any of the areas identified in Section d above, with a shotgun, rim-fired rifle, handgun, or muzzle-loading rifle.


f. Shooting center-fire rifles within 1,000 meters, or a shotgun, rim-fired rifle, handgun, or muzzle-loading rifle within 300 meters towards troops training on Fort Carson is prohibited.


g. Shooting any weapon in the cantonment is prohibited.  Refer to the Fort Carson hunting area map for authorized hunting areas.


h. Training Areas 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 11, 12, and 14 are limited to shotgun, muzzle-loading rifle, and archery hunting.


i. Hunters may obtain a downrange pass valid for use in a maximum of five training areas depending on availability, environmental conditions/restrictions, or use restrictions imposed by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.


j. Shooting at wildlife on power or telephone lines is prohibited.


k. Discharging a firearm or releasing an arrow from or across a public or recreational road is prohibited.


1. Target practice is prohibited except on RCO designated ranges on Fort Carson.


m. Hunting at night and with artificial light is prohibited on Fort Carson.


n. Reservoirs may be available for waterfowl hunting when designated by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Reservoirs available for waterfowl hunting may be closed to fishing to avoid conflicts.  The DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office will ensure that these areas are properly marked when closed to fishing.


o. Hunters must contact and be accompanied by an authorized DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office representative or RCO personnel to pursue a wounded animal that leaves the hunter's assigned areas.


p. All hunters, except waterfowl hunters hunting at a reservoir reserved for waterfowl hunting, must wear legal daylight florescent orange garments if they are hunting when a center-fire rifle big game season is in progress.


q. Dogs may not be used to hunt any wildlife except upland gamebirds, waterfowl, rabbits, and squirrels.
3-9. PCMS Hunting Restrictions.  The following restrictions apply while hunting on the PCMS:


a. Hunting methods, seasons, daily bag limits, and possession limits are established by CDOW regulations unless further restricted in this regulation or by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office and posted at the RCO.


b. Hunting will be restricted or prohibited on the PCMS whenever military training is in progress or when the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office determines that recreation must be restricted because of environmental conditions/restrictions.


c. Hunting is prohibited in the cantonment area and around designated ranch facilities.


d. Camping is restricted to the locations posted at the RCO.


e. Minors are prohibited from hunting on the PCMS unless accompanied by an adult sponsor.


f.  Shooting wildlife on power or telephone lines is prohibited.


g. Discharging a firearm or releasing an arrow from or across a public or recreational road is prohibited.


h. Hunting at night and with artificial light is prohibited.


i. All hunters, including archery and small game hunters, must wear legal daylight florescent orange garments if they are hunting when a center‑fire rifle big game season is in progress.


j. Dogs may not be used to hunt any wildlife except upland gamebirds, waterfowl, rabbits, squirrels, and lions.
3-10. Harvest Reports.  Hunting and scouting hours and harvest data for Fort Carson and the PCMS must be recorded on the yellow copy of the downrange pass.  Hunters are subject to bag and license checks while in the field and upon return to the RCO.  Hunters must stop at wildlife check stations if requested to do so.

Chapter 4

Nonconsumptive Use Restrictions 

4-1. Purpose.  This chapter identifies the procedures and restrictions for nonconsumptive wildlife activities on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

4-2. General.


a.  Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Provide public access for nonconsumptive wildlife recreation when compatible with the objectives of multiple use, environmental conditions/restrictions, natural resource management, and the continued accomplishment of the military mission.



(2) Require participants to know the regulations governing the activity in which they are engaged.  All laws and regulations regarding nonconsumptive wildlife activities conform to CDOW and USFWS regulations, except that Fort Carson regulations may be more restrictive.



(3) Require participants to purchase a Fort Carson nonconsumptive wildlife recreation permit.  Dog training clubs or organizations sponsoring field trials on Fort Carson or the PCMS must purchase a Fort Carson Field Trial Permit.



(4) Require participants on Fort Carson and the PCMS to obtain a downrange pass before proceeding to any area requiring a downrange pass.



(5) Post special regulations at the RCO. 



(6) Issue citations to individuals violating this, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.



(7) Suspend the recreational privileges of individuals violating this or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.


(8) A dog training club or organization will be suspended from holding club events on the Installation for violations of this regulation committed by club members during a sanctioned club field trial.


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions and abbreviations are as defined in Chapter 1.

4-3.  Responsibilities.  Responsibilities are identified in Chapter 1.

4-4. General Restrictions.  General restrictions identified in Chapter 1 of this regulation apply to all nonconsumptive wildlife activities on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

4-5.  License Requirements.  Anyone participating in nonconsumptive wildlife activities on Fort Carson and the PCMS must comply with the following requirements:


a. Each participant must possess a valid Fort Carson nonconsumptive wildlife recreation permit.  Fees and procedures for obtaining permits are described in Chapter 5.


b. If the CDOW or USFWS requires a license, permit, or stamp for a nonconsumptive wildlife activity, then that license is required on Fort Carson and the PCMS for the activity.

4-6. Downrange Pass Requirements.


a. Participants are not required to obtain downrange passes for nonconsumptive wildlife recreational activities in the Haymes, Townsend, Northside, or Birdfarm Recreation Areas, or the Wildlife Demonstration Area on Fort Carson.


b. Participants must obtain a downrange pass from the RCO if accessing any area other than the designated recreation areas identified in paragraph 4-6a above.  Participants must record recreation hours and activities on the yellow copy of the downrange pass.

4-7. Dog Field Trial Restrictions.  The following additional restrictions apply to dog field trials conducted on Fort Carson and the PCMS:


a. In addition to the CDOW license, the organization sponsoring a field trial must obtain a Fort Carson Field Trial Permit for each field trial conducted on Fort Carson or the PCMS.  The Fort Carson permit is valid only for the dates specified on the permit.  The permit fee is nonrefundable.  The field trial permit is inclusive for all individuals attending the event on the dates specified on the permit.


b. Requests to hold a field trial on Fort Carson must be submitted in writing to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office at least 90 days before the requested trial date.  Applications can be dropped off at the Wildlife Office (Bldg. 9301) or mailed to: DECAM Wildlife Office, 801 Tevis Street, Fort Carson, CO 80913-4000.  Requests must specify dates of field trials, expected areas of use and identify special access road needs if required for the trial.  If the field trial is approved, the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office will issue a letter to the permittee stating the conditions and restrictions of the permit.  This letter is required to obtain a range pass for the event from Range Control.  Although the CDOW field trial permit is not required at the time application is made, the permit must be presented to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office before a field trial application will be processed.


c. Firearms to be used for conducting Dog Field Trials must be registered with the Provost Marshall Office.  Procedures for registering firearms are described in Chapter 3-7.


d. Any reservoir or wetland on Fort Carson or the PCMS can be closed to field trials during the waterfowl nesting season. 

Chapter 5

Permits

5-1. Purpose.  This chapter establishes permit fees and procedures for obtaining permits required for wildlife recreation on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

5-2. General.


a. Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Establish appropriate permits and fees for activities that utilize the wildlife of Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(2) Require participants on Fort Carson and the PCMS to possess a valid Fort Carson permit, in addition to required Colorado or federal licenses, permits, and stamps.



(3) Issue citations to individuals violating this regulation, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.



(4) Suspend the recreational privileges of individuals violating this regulation, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions and abbreviations are defined in Chapter 1.

5-3. Responsibilities.  Responsibilities are identified in Chapter 1.

5-4. License and Permit Requirements.  Refer to Sections 2-5, 3-5 and 4-5 for specific requirements.  The number of Fort Carson permits issued each year may be limited by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office for wildlife management purposes.  If the number of annual permits sold is reduced, a notice regarding the policy will be posted at the ORB sales outlet and the RCO.

5-5. Safety Instruction.  Wildlife recreationists must receive instruction on Fort Carson safety precautions and recreational restrictions prior to purchasing a permit.  Currently, the recreational safety briefing is consolidated into a Wildlife Safety Briefing packet.  The briefing covers procedures for acquiring a Range Pass, compliance with Range Pass restrictions, emergency phone numbers, information regarding weapons registration, troop safety, and safety hazards associated with recreating on a military installation.  A Fort Carson recreation map (Fort Carson Supplement), which includes a summary of the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Regulations printed on the reverse side, is provided in the safety briefing packet.  The map depicts military firing safety fans, permanently closed areas, and roads available for recreational use.  In addition to the safety briefing packet, the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office will hold periodic public meetings, to provide a public forum for the discussion of wildlife related issues such as regulation amendments, recreational access, safety issues, hunting and fishing regulations, and seasons. 

5-6. Fort Carson Fishing Permit.  An annual permit sold to individuals to allow access for fishing on Fort Carson.  Individuals 15 years old and younger are not required to have a Fort Carson fishing permit, but must be accompanied by a permit holder when fishing in areas requiring a downrange pass.  Violations of fishing regulations by sponsored individuals may result in the suspension of the adult sponsor's privileges and those of the offender.  

5-7. Fort Carson Hunting Permit.  An annual permit sold to individuals, to allow access for hunting on Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Separate permits are not required for Fort Carson and the PCMS.  A Fort Carson hunting permit is valid for any species of wildlife that may be legally hunted on Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Individuals that will use firearms to train dogs are required to purchase a hunting permit.  Individuals 15 years of age or younger must possess a valid Fort Carson hunting permit, but their fee will be ½ the price of the adult hunting permit fee.  Individuals must register their firearms with the Fort Carson PMO prior to purchasing a hunting permit.  Proof of firearm registration will consist of one copy of the original Registration of Personal Firearms form (IAW FC Reg 600-1, FC Form 66) or a document sanctioned by the PMO.  Procedures for registering firearms is described in Chapter 3, section 7.

5-8. Nonconsumptive Permit.  An annual permit sold to individuals to allow access for nonconsumptive wildlife recreation such as birding, dog training (without firearms), and photography on Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Individuals 15 years old and younger are not required to have a permit, but must by accompanied by a permit holder when using areas requiring a downrange pass. 

5-9. Combination Permit.  An annual permit sold to individuals to allow access for fishing, hunting, and non-consumptive wildlife activities on Fort Carson and hunting and nonconsumptive wildlife activities on the PCMS.

5-10. Daily Permit.  Individuals may purchase daily permits for hunting, fishing, and non-consumptive wildlife recreation.  Daily permits are valid only for the date or dates indicated on the permit. 

5-11. GCT Permit.  A permit sold to individuals, to allow access to fish in designated Greenback Cutthroat Trout reservoirs on Fort Carson.  The Greenback is protected by the Federal Endangered Species Act.  The GCT permit and a valid Fort Carson fishing or combination permit are required for participating in the catch-and-release GCT fishing program.  Twenty-five GCT permits are issued annually on a first-come-first-served basis beginning 20 December of the preceding year.

5-12. Additional Permits.  Free permits are available for disabled hunters possessing a CDOW special disabled hunting permit, for minnow trapping, and for the possession and mounting of a trophy fish caught at Teller Reservoir.  Additional permits and fees may be established by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  New permit requirements or fees will be posted at the RCO and at the ORB information desk and published in local print media.
5-13.  Permit Fees.  Fort Carson permit fees:

NOTE:  Fees are waived for persons possessing a free Colorado license. 

               Fees are ½ price for persons 15 years old and younger

5-14. Permit Procedures.


a. Fort Carson permits may be purchased at the ORB Information Desk on Fort Carson and at the PCMS RCO located in the PCMS headquarters building.


b. Procedures for purchasing a Fort Carson permit are as follows:



(1) Individuals purchasing a Fort Carson permit receive a Wildlife Safety Briefing packet.  All permit holders are responsible for reading and complying with all the information, restrictions and regulations contained in the packet.  At the time of purchase, permittees are required to sign the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office Wildlife Briefing Packet Responsibility Form which verifies receipt of the 

briefing packet and acknowledgement that the infor-mation communicated in the packet must be read and understood prior to recreating on Fort Carson or the PCMS.



(2) Individuals purchasing a hunting, fishing, or dog field trial permit must present the appropriate license to the ORB cashier at the time of purchase.  Permits are sold only to individuals possessing a valid Colorado license for the intended activity.



(3) A Release and Hold Harmless Agreement (Indemnity and Authorization CRD ID Worksheet, FC Form 1075-2) relieving the U.S. Government of liability in the event of an accident must be signed by individuals purchasing a permit.



(4) At the time of purchase, the ORB sales cashiers or the PCMS RCO personnel will verify the purchaser’s personal information provided on the hold harmless agreement and collect fees for permits issued in accordance with this regulation.  Personal information from the indemnity forms is recorded in a database at the ORC.  The appropriate permit will be issued to the individual whose name appears on the indemnity form.  The permit will be mailed to the applicant if the permit application is made at the PCMS RCO.  The letters “GCT” will be stamped or marked on a fishing or combination permit to indicate a GCT permit.  The letter “A” will be stamped on the hunting or combination permit of an individual qualified to archery hunt on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(5) Lost or destroyed Fort Carson permits may be reissued upon application at the ORB sales outlet or the PCMS RCO.  Upon verification of prior purchase and non-suspension of privileges, a new card will be issued for a $5.00 fee.

5-15 Permit Refunds and Transfers.  Fort Carson permits are not transferable.  Permit fees are not refundable, unless authorized by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office. 

Chapter 6

Range Control Procedures
6-1. Purpose.  This chapter establishes range control procedures for permitted recreationists.

6-2. General.


a. Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Use designated military training areas on Fort Carson and the PCMS for assigning downrange areas for wildlife recreational activities.  Wildlife recreational activities are permitted only in areas not being used for military training.



(2) Require participants on Fort Carson and the PCMS to obtain valid downrange passes before proceeding to any area requiring a downrange pass.



(3) Require participants to present a Fort Carson wildlife recreational permit to the RCO before receiving a downrange pass.  Fees and procedures for obtaining a Fort Carson permit are described in Chapter 5.



(4) Issue citations to individuals violating the downrange pass requirement of this regulation.



(5) Suspend the recreational privileges of individuals violating the downrange pass requirement of this regulation. 


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions and abbreviations are defined in Chapter 1.

6-3. Responsibilities.  Responsibilities are identified in Chapter 1.

6-4. Fort Carson and PCMS Supplements.  The military maps of areas used by the RCO to assign military units to training locations on Fort Carson and the PCMS are the same maps used for assigning downrange areas for wildlife activities.  The Fort Carson and PCMS recreation maps (Fort Carson and PCMS Supplements) are reduced versions of the military maps.  A summary of the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Regulations is printed on the reverse side of the Fort Carson and the PCMS map.  One recreation map/supplement will be given to each person at the time of permit purchase.  Additional maps can be purchased at the ORB and at the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  More detailed maps are available for viewing at the Fort Carson and PCMS RCO Offices.  The ability to accurately interpret a map is essential to recreating on Fort Carson and the PCMS.  Recreationists should obtain topographical maps of Fort Carson or the PCMS prior to accessing downrange.  

6-5. Downrange Pass Requirements.


a. A downrange pass must be obtained at the RCO before proceeding to any military training area.  The following recreationists must obtain downrange passes:



(1) Anglers, except at Lytle Reservoir or the Townsend, Haymes, Northside and Bird Farm Recreation Areas. 



(2) Hunters on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(3) Dog trainers using firearms on Fort Carson and the PCMS.



(4) At Fort Carson, anyone engaged in nonconsumptive wildlife recreational activities such as birding and dog training outside of the cantonment, Falcon Scout Camp, Haymes, Townsend,  Northside, and Birdfarm Recreation areas, the Wildlife Demonstration Area and Turkey Creek Recreation Area. 



(5) At the PCMS, anyone engaged in wildlife recreational activities.


b. An individual may have a choice of areas, depending upon availability and any area quotas established by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  If the area chosen is not available due to environmental restrictions/conditions, or because the area is full by quota, or because it is occupied by the military, the permittee may choose another area.  If no areas are available, the permittee will not receive a downrange pass until an area being trained in is cleared by the RCO or until another downrange pass holder returns, thereby opening a space in the quota allotment.


c. At Fort Carson, recreationists may obtain a downrange pass for a maximum of five training areas, dependant on area availability.  At the PCMS, permittees are generally assigned the entire base for recreation unless restrictions are imposed by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office or the RCO.


d. Downrange passes for Fort Carson are valid for one day only.  If areas are available, an individual may pick up a downrange pass after 12:00 p.m. on the day before the pass is to be used.  Downrange passes will be issued on a first-come-first-served basis, unless otherwise directed by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  All permit holders have equal access for downrange passes.


e. Downrange passes for the PCMS are valid for weekdays or weekends, dependent on military training or environmental conditions/restrictions.  Passes valid for weekends and holidays must be obtained by 3:30 p.m. on the preceding weekday.  Multiple day range passes are available for campers.  


f. Downrange passes will be issued on a first‑come-first‑served basis.  All permit holders have equal access for acquiring a downrange pass.

6-6. The Range Control Office (RCO)

a. Downrange passes for Fort Carson are issued at the RCO, Bldg 9550 on Fort Carson.  The hours of operation during which downrange passes can be obtained for wildlife recreation are subject to change and are posted at the RCO.  Information on the availability of training areas for wildlife recreation on Fort Carson may be obtained from a recorded message at the Fort Carson RCO at 719-526‑4136.


b. Downrange passes for the PCMS are issued at the RCO located at the PCMS headquarters on U.S. Highway 350, Thatcher, CO.  The standard hours of operation at the PCMS headquarters are 8:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m., Monday-Friday.  Additional hours may be scheduled and posted at the PCMS RCO.  Information on the availability of PCMS training areas for wildlife recreation may be obtained from the PCMS RCO at 719-846‑2806.

6-7. Range Control Procedures.  Range control procedures are as follows:


a. Individuals must present their Fort Carson permit in exchange for a validated downrange pass, which will include the date, required time of return, training area assignment, and a copy of the individual's Fort Carson permit.  Permittees are required to furnish a description and license number of their vehicle and a phone number.


b. The Fort Carson permit and the original (white) copy of the downrange pass are retained on file at the RCO.


c. The individual will receive two copies of the range pass from the RCO.  



(1) The pink copy (vehicle pass) must be prom-inently displayed in the vehicle on the inside of the driver's front windshield so that it is clearly readable from outside the vehicle.



(2) The yellow copy (census/daily pass) must be in the individual's possession while traveling to and from the assigned area and while participating in any activities downrange on Fort Carson or the PCMS.


d. Permittees must return to the RCO, by the return time specified on the range pass, and turn in the fully completed yellow copy of the downrange pass in exchange for the Fort Carson permit. 


e. Each individual is responsible for recording the type of activity, the number of recreational hours and times, and wildlife harvested (includes wounded game and released fish) on the yellow copy of the range pass.  Individuals engaged in any wildlife activity other than fishing or hunting must annotate the type of activity engaged in, such as Dog Training, Birding, or Photography on the range pass.  Yellow copies of downrange passes returned to the RCO will be forwarded to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  The information provided by the permittee on the pass will be used in the management of wildlife on Fort Carson and the PCMS.


f. RCO personnel are required not to return the Fort Carson permit of any individual that does not follow the procedures described in this chapter.  Failure to return to the RCO by the time specified on the range pass or failure to provide the requested activity or harvest information can result in a fine or suspension of wildlife recreation privileges.  Providing inaccurate vehicle information or telephone number can result in a fine or suspension of wildlife recreation privileges.


g. The downrange pass and Fort Carson permit of individuals violating the regulations in this chapter will be forwarded to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  


h.  Downrange passes are not transferable.

Chapter 7

Fines and Suspensions

7-1. Purpose.  This chapter identifies the fines, suspensions and suspension appeals on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

7-2. General.


a. Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Carson to:



(1) Enforce all federal, state, and Fort Carson regulations. 



(2) Issue citations to individuals violating this, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation.



(3) Suspend the recreational privileges of individuals violating this, or any Fort Carson, CDOW, or USFWS regulation. 



(4) Confiscate illegally taken fish or wildlife.


b. Explanation of Terms.  Definitions and abbreviations used in this chapter are defined in Chapter 1.

7-3. Responsibilities.  Responsibilities are identified in Chapter 1.

7-4. Fines and Suspensions. 


a. Individuals who violate any federal, state, or Fort Carson regulation may be fined by the military police, the CDOW, the USFWS, or DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Officers, depending on the type of violation and the jurisdiction in which the violation was committed. 


b. Individuals who violate any, federal, state, or Fort Carson regulation may have their wildlife recreational privileges suspended by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  Suspensions are administrative actions that apply to military personnel and civilians using the wildlife resources of Fort Carson or the PCMS.  A violation committed by a sponsored recreationist may result in the suspension of the sponsor's privileges as well as that of the offender.  Permittees are subject to proceedings that may result in permanent suspension of their recreational privileges on Fort Carson and the PCMS.

7-5. Delegation of Authority.  The Installation Commander's authority to suspend individuals is delegated to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office. 

7‑6.  Length of Suspensions.  The maximum suspension periods for individuals violating federal, state, or Fort Carson regulations is at the discretion of the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office and the Garrison Commander. 

7-7. Suspension Procedures. 


a. Violators can be suspended by DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Officers in the field at the time of arrest, or when a citation or warning is issued.  


b. Permittees not suspended in the field will be officially notified by a registered, return receipt letter from the DECAM Wildlife Office.  The period of suspension will be indicated in the letter.  The Garrison Commander will be notified of all suspensions.


c. A signed copy of the suspension letter will be maintained at the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office.  The commanding officer of suspended military personnel will be notified of the suspension and the type of violation committed by the permittee.  A list of suspended recreationists will be maintained for the ORB sales office and the RCO, by the DECAM Wildlife Office.


d. The ORB sales clerks and PCMS RCO personnel may not sell Fort Carson permits to anyone whose privileges have been suspended.  Individuals who do not follow the procedures described in Chapter 6 will have their permits retained by RCO personnel and forwarded to the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office for possible suspension.

7-8. Suspension Appeal.  In the event of a suspension, the individual may, within 10 days of receipt of a suspension notice, request in writing a hearing with the GC to show cause why his or her privileges should not be suspended.  Requests for a hearing should be sent to: GARRISON COMMANDER, 1430 Wetzel Avenue, Suite 4, Fort Carson, CO 80913-4143.

7-9. Failure to Comply with Suspension.  Failure to comply with a suspension authorized by this regulation can result in the permanent barring of an individual from recreating on Fort Carson or the PCMS. 

7-10. Citations.  Citations and complaints issued for violations are described below: 


a. All wildlife violations of Colorado Division of Wildlife (CDOW) regulations and statutes shall be cited on Colorado Department of Natural Resources, Division of Wildlife Summons and Complaint/Penalty Assessment forms or on Federal U.S. District Court Violation Notice forms (DD Form 1805) under the Assimilative Crimes Act, depending on jurisdiction. 


b. All Fort Carson regulation violations and violations pertaining to downrange use or interference with military training shall be considered a violation of the Sikes Act, 16 U.S.C. 670 et seq., implemented under Title 32 CFR Part 190, Natural Resources Management Program, Integrated Natural Resources Management (appendix 3B), Fish and Wildlife Management (d) and 10 U.S.C. 2671.  All violations shall be cited under 10 U.S.C. 2671(c).  


c. Federal (USFWS) wildlife violations shall be cited on Colorado Department of Natural Resources, Division of Wildlife Summons and Complaint/Penalty Assessment forms, under the Assimilative Crimes Act, or on Federal U.S. District Court Violation Notice forms (DD Form 1805), depending on jurisdiction. 


d. Written warnings will be issued on Armed Forces Traffic Ticket (DD Form 1408) or CDOW warning citations, depending upon jurisdiction.

7-11. Monetary Penalties.  Monetary penalty assessments are described below. 


a. Monetary penalty assessments for violations of Colorado Division of Wildlife  (CDOW) regulations and statutes are established in CDOW statutes (Title 33, Article 6).


b. Fort Carson regulation violations and violations pertaining to downrange use or interference with military training are subject to like punishment for like CDOW offenses.  For violations involving like offenses, the monetary penalty for the Fort Carson permit violation will be equal to the CDOW penalty. 


c. Monetary penalty assessments for violations of federal (USFWS) regulations and statutes are established in 16 U.S.C.

7-12. Violation Records.  The following records will be prepared and maintained by the DECAM Fort Carson Wildlife Office:


a. A list of individuals who have received a citation or warning for any violation of federal, state, or Fort Carson regulation or statute.  The list will be provided to the Fort Carson Military Police monthly.  Information to be included on the list is the violator's name, violation, violation date, and the type of citation or warning issued.


b. A list of individuals whose privileges have been suspended.  The list will be provided to the ORB sales branch and the Fort Carson and PCMS RCO.  The list will include the names and suspension dates of individuals whose recreational privileges are suspended. 
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
