SUMMARY.  This regulation supplements other regulations, federal law, and state law in establishing prohibited and regulated conduct on Fort Carson and subordinate installations.





APPLICABILITY.  This regulation applies to all soldiers assigned/attached to tenant units on Fort Carson, to all subordinate units while on Fort Carson or Pinon Canyon, and to all civilian employees, family members, and visitors while on Fort Carson or Pinon Canyon.  In the event of full mobilization, requirements of this regulation remain in effect.





SUPPLEMENTATION.  Supplementation of this regulation is prohibited without prior approval from the Administrative Law Division, Office of the Staff Judge Advocate, AFZC-JA-AL.





CHANGES.  Changes to this regulation are not official unless they are authenticated by the Directorate of Information Management (DOIM).  Users will destroy interim changes on their expiration dates unless sooner superseded or rescinded.





SUGGESTED IMPROVEMENTS.  The proponent of this regulation is the Administrative Law Division, Office of the Staff Judge Advocate, Fort Carson.  Users are invited to send comments and suggested improvements to Commander, Fort Carson, ATTN:  AFZC-JA-AL, Fort Carson, Colorado 80913-5000.
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Chapter 1


Introduction





1-1.  Purpose:  





The purpose of this regulation is to supplement other regulations, federal law, and state law in establishing prohibited and regulated conduct for every person while on Fort Carson or Pinon Canyon, and for every soldier assigned/attached to Fort Carson while both on and off-post.  





1-2.  References:   See Appendix A 





1-3.  Punitive Nature Of This Regulation:  This is a punitive general regulation.  Violations of paragraphs 2-2, 2-3, 2-4, 2-5, 2-6, 2-7, 2-8, 2-9, 2-10, 2-11, 3-1, 3-2, 4-1, 4-2, 4-3, 4-4, 4-5, 4-6, 5-1, 5-2, 6-1, 6-2, 6-3, 7-1, 7-2, 8-1, 8-2, are subject to the following:





	a. Soldiers:


	


	    (1)  Punishment under Article 92 of the Uniform Code of Military Justice.


	


	    (2)  Adverse administrative action.





	b. Civilians:  





	    (1) Prosecution under 18 U.S.C 1382.





	    (2) Adverse administrative action.





1-4.  Severability:  Should any part of this regulation be determined unenforceable or contrary to law for any reason, such part may be eliminated, and its elimination shall have no effect on the validity of the remaining parts of this regulation.
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Chapter 2  


Firearms, Weapons, Explosives and Fireworks





Section I


Firearm Registration


	


2-1. General:  





	a.  The purpose of the firearm provisions contained in this regulation is twofold.  First, the provisions help the PMO personnel in their duties of providing adequate security for the post, by establishing registration, use, transportation, and storage requirements for all firearms brought onto Fort Carson.  





	b.  Second, the provisions help unit commanders in their duty of taking care of soldiers and soldiers’ families.  The provisions inform the commander of every soldier who possesses a firearm and involve the commander in deciding whether that possession affects the health, welfare, and safety of the soldier, the soldier’s family, members of the chain of command, or law enforcement personnel who may come in contact with the soldier or the soldier’s family, whether on- or off-post.





2-2.  People who must register firearms:





	a.  Soldiers:  All soldiers assigned or attached to Fort Carson, must register any firearm they own or possess within 60 miles of Fort Carson.





	b.  On-Post Family Members:  All family members living on-post must register any firearm that they own or possess that is located on Fort Carson.





	c.  Others:  Any person seeking to bring a firearm onto Fort Carson must register the firearm, except in cases described in paragraphs 2-5a(2) & (4), below.





2-3.  Time to register:





	a.  Soldiers:  Upon signing-in to their unit, soldiers have three working days to register any firearm they own or possess that is located within 60 miles of Fort Carson.  Soldiers who receive, buy, or take possession of a firearm after initially signing-in, have three working days to register that firearm from the time the firearm is received, bought, or possessed within 60 miles of Fort Carson. 





	b.  On-Post Family Members:  On-post family members must register their firearms within three working days from the time the firearm is brought onto Fort Carson.





	c.  Others:  All others must register a firearm before bringing it onto Fort Carson, except in cases listed in paragraph 2-5a, below.





2-4.  Procedures To Register:  The procedures to register a firearm are outlined below and should be followed in sequential order.


	


	a.  Leave Firearm At Home:  Firearms should not be brought to Fort Carson for registration.  It is not a defense that a firearm is being transported onto Fort Carson for the purpose of registration.  But see, paragraphs 2-5a, below.  
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	b.  Obtain FC Form 66 (Registration of Personnel Firearms):  All soldiers arriving at Fort Carson should receive FC Form 66 during inprocessing.  Forms also will be made available at the MP desk, PMO registration office, and at all units.  In addition, civilians can obtain the form by sending a self-addressed stamped envelope to PMO, ATTN: Weapons Registration, Fort Carson, CO  80913-5000.  Responsibility for obtaining the form rests with the firearms owner or possessor.





	c.  Complete FC Form 66:  Every person registering a firearm must complete FC Form 66,  to include obtaining the commander’s signature (civilians are exempt from having a commander’s signature).  Family members must list their sponsor’s name in the appropriate block. 





	d.  Turn-in FC Form 66:   Soldiers and on-post family members must hand-carry the form to the PMO weapons registration office. Civilians living off-post may mail the completed form to PMO, ATTN:  Weapons Registration Office, Fort Carson, CO 80913-5000.





	e.  PMO Duties:  When PMO receives a FC Form 66, it will conduct a background  records check  on the weapon to insure that the weapon was not stolen or used in a crime (takes up to 72 hours).  PMO will also check the weapon’s description to insure that the firearm is not a “prohibited firearm.”





	f.  Distribution of FC Form 66:  The form is in triplicate.  One copy is for the individual, one copy is for the unit commander, and one copy is for the PMO.  After three working days have passed, allowing PMO to complete the records check, soldiers and on-post family members must pick up their copy at the PMO registration office.  PMO will mail the form to commanders and to the civilians that applied through the mail.  The commander will maintain the form in the unit arms room during the individual’s assignment to the unit.  For civilian personnel not affiliated with Fort Carson, the unit commander’s copy will be kept at PMO.  





	g.  Approval of FC Form 66:  Firearms may not be used on Fort Carson until the form is approved.  FC Form 66 is approved when PMO stamps it and delivers it to the applicant.  Delivery is complete when PMO either hands the form, or mails the form, to the applicant.


       


	h.  Changes:  Any changes to the information provided on a FC Form 66 must be reported to PMO immediately.


	


Section II


Transportation, Use, Storage & Possession of Permitted Weapons





2-5.  Transportation of Permitted Weapons & Ammunition:





	a.  Firearms Registration:  The general rule is that privately-owned firearms shall be registered before being transported on Fort Carson.  However, there are four exceptions, stated below, to this general rule:  





	    (1)  Soldiers and family members initially arriving at Fort Carson may transport their privately-owned firearms on Fort Carson, without registration, but only to take these firearms directly to a proper on-post storage area. 





	    (2)  Soldiers and family members traveling through Fort Carson may transport unregistered privately-owned firearms on Fort Carson, but only if they are going to be at Fort Carson for three working days or less and only to transport the firearms directly to or from a proper on-post storage area, as defined in paragraph 2-8e.  
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	    (3)  When a soldier or family member, who lives on-post, initially buys or initially takes possession of a firearm, he or she may transport that firearm on Fort Carson, but only to take that firearm directly to a proper on-post storage area.   





	    (4)  Authorized carriers of household goods and authorized carriers for AAFES or Outdoor Recreation may transport on-post any weapon contained in the household goods or ordered by AAFES/Outdoor Recreation.





	b.  Purpose Of Transportation:  Privately-owned permitted weapons and ammunition may be transported on Fort Carson only for an authorized purpose.  The only authorized purposes are as follows:





	    (1)  Purchase or sale,


 


	    (2)  Use at an authorized range, hunting area, fishing area, or recreation area, 


	


	    (3)  Use at an authorized off-post activity, or  


	    


	    (4)  Repair or maintenance of the weapon.	





      c.  Transportation Must Be Direct:  Every person transporting privately-owned permitted weapons or ammunition on Fort Carson shall go directly from the authorized place of storage to the authorized range, hunting area, fishing area, or authorized off-post activity, and return.  Every person purchasing weapons or ammunition on-post shall transport the weapon directly to an authorized storage area.  





      d.  Method of Transporting:  On-post, every person shall transport any permitted weapon or ammunition in the trunk of a vehicle or the covered bed of a truck.  If the individual does not have a vehicle with a trunk or covered truck bed, then the weapon shall be in open view in the passenger compartment.  All ammunition shall be in a container, separate from any firearm.  Under all circumstances while transporting a privately owned firearm, every person shall transport the firearm unloaded.





2-6.  Use of Permitted Weapons & Ammunition on Fort Carson:





	a.  Firearms:  Individuals may use privately owned firearms on Fort Carson only at designated ranges and designated hunting areas.  Prior clearance to use ranges must be obtained from Range Control.  Minors must be at least 12 years old to use a firearm on Fort Carson.  All minors using a firearm must be accompanied by an adult, 18 years of age or older, with a current range safety card.   FC Reg. 385-63 (Firing Ammunition for Training, Target Practice, Administration and Control of Ranges and Training Areas) will be followed at all times.





	b.  Large-knives:  A large-knife is considered a permitted weapon and therefore its use is regulated.  The type of large-knife determines where it may be used.  Large-knives designed for hunting, fishing and recreation may be used only in authorized hunting, fishing and recreation areas.  Large-knives designed to be used as kitchen utensils may be used anywhere, but only for the preparation of food.  Large-knives designed for field use may be authorized by the unit commander for use while down range or while on maneuvers.
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 	c.   All Other Permitted Weapons:  The use of all other permitted weapons on Fort Carson is restricted to ranges or special areas designated by the Recreation Services Division.  Prior clearance to use the ranges or specially designated areas must be obtained from the Range Division or from the Morale Support Activities Division.





	d.  Exercises And Deployments:  During an exercise or deployment, no person may use or possess a privately owned weapon, except when authorized by a commander.





	e.  Drunk Or Impaired:  On-post, no person may use or possess any weapon while drunk or impaired.  In addition, soldiers may not possess or use any weapon off-post while drunk or impaired.





2-7.  Possession of Permitted Weapons & Ammunition on Fort Carson:





        a.  Purpose:  On-post, individuals may possess privately-owned permitted weapons, but only for:





	    (1)  Proper transportation in accordance with paragraph 2-5; 


	    


	    (2)  Proper use in accordance with paragraph 2-6; 





	    (3)  Proper storage in accordance with paragraph 2-8; and





           (4)  Repair, maintenance, or sale of the weapon.


	


        b.  Concealed Weapons:  No person may posses a concealed weapon on-post.  However, small knives (3 1/2 inch blade or less), that are not prohibited weapons, and Gerber Multitool/Leatherman tools and similar tools may be worn on the belt.  It is an affirmative defense if a person is legally authorized to carry a concealed weapon on a military installation.  However, the only people legally authorized to carry a concealed weapon on a military installation are those who have a valid federal permit issued by the PMO or DOD agencies, specifically authorizing concealed weapon possession on military installations.  Concealed weapon permits issued by local authorities (El Paso County) are NOT valid on Fort Carson.





        c.  Prohibited Weapons.  No person may possess a “prohibited weapon,” including a “prohibited firearm,” on Fort Carson.





2-8.  Storage Of Permitted Weapons & Ammunition:





 	a.  Barracks Personnel:  Soldiers living in government barracks must store privately-owned permitted weapons and ammunition (that they own or possess within 60 miles of Fort Carson) in their unit’s arms room.





 	b.  E4 & Below:  All soldiers in the grade of E4 and below must store their privately owned firearms (that they own or possess within 60 miles of Fort Carson) in their unit’s arms room.  However, such a soldier not living in government barracks may request permission from his or her unit commander to store a privately owned firearm at his or her on-post quarters or off-post home.  Unit commanders must personally evaluate and decide each request.  Commanders must consider the soldier’s age, rank, maturity, judgment, current family situation, and past behavior.  The commander normally should grant the request.  However, if the commander decides that the firearm could cause a legitimate danger to the soldier, the soldier’s family, the community, or the unit, then the commander should deny the request.  The commander’s decision must be in writing.  
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Upon request by the soldier, commanders must review 


their decision at least once every calendar year.  Soldiers in the grade of E4 and below not living in government barracks may store privately-owned permitted weapons, other than firearms, in their on-post quarters, transient quarters, or off-post housing.





	c.  E5 & Above:  Soldiers in the grade of E5 and above not living in government barracks may store their privately-owned permitted weapons in their on-post quarters, transient quarters, BEQ (E-7 & above), or off-post housing.  





	d.  Commanders:  Notwithstanding any other provision in this regulation, at any time a commander has a reasonable belief that a soldier poses a danger to himself or herself or others, the commander may order the soldier to place all of his or her privately-owned permitted weapons in the unit arms room. 





	e.  Transient And Visiting Personnel:  Soldiers and family members traveling through or visiting Fort Carson for three working days or less may store their privately-owned permitted weapons in transient quarters or in on-post family quarters, without a commander’s approval.  However, if transient and visiting personnel desire to store a weapon in transient or on-post quarters for more than three working days, they shall request permission through the PMO to the Garrison Commander.





	f.  Ammunition.  Soldiers in government barracks must store all ammunition in the unit’s arms room.  Personnel authorized to reside in family quarters, BEQs, and transient quarters must secure ammunition in such quarters in accordance with FC Reg 190-11 (Physical Security of Arms, Ammunition and Explosives).





	g.  Prohibited Storage: 


          


	    (1)  On-post, no person may store privately-owned weapons in a vehicle.  It is an affirmative defense if a person is properly transporting a firearm in accordance with paragraph 2-5, above.  





            (2)  On-post, no person may store loaded firearms.





            (3)  In government quarters, no person may store weapons and ammunition for commercial exchange.  





	    (4)  No person may store weapons and ammunition in the barracks. 





	h.  Accepting Storage In Unit Arms Rooms:  Units must inspect privately-owned permitted weapons and ammunition before accepting them into the arms room.  Units will generate an inspection form for this purpose.  When a soldier brings a privately-owned permitted weapon or ammunition for storage to the unit’s arms room, the soldier and the unit armorer will jointly inspect the weapon or ammunition using the 


unit-generated form. 





	i.  Storing Privately-Owned Permitted Weapons Or Ammunition In Unit Arms Rooms:  Units will store privately-owned permitted weapons and ammunition with the same care and precaution that they use to store government-owned weapons or ammunition.  Units will perform inventories of privately-owned permitted weapons every time they inventory government-owned weapons.  The unit will document all inventories.   Commanders will ensure that their arms rooms are adequately equipped to handle this additional storage.  
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	j.  Removing Privately-Owned Permitted Weapons Or Ammunition From Unit Arm’s Room:  Soldiers storing a privately-owned permitted weapon and/or ammunition in the unit arms room may request to use that weapon and/or ammunition for authorized target practice, hunting, fishing, or camping purposes, as well as for any other purpose deemed appropriate by the unit commander.  Unit commanders 


must personally decide each request.  If there is no reasonable basis for denying the request, commanders should approve it.  Approval will specify the time during which the weapon may be gone from the arms


room. When a soldier removes a privately-owned weapon or ammunition from the arms room, the unit armorer must conduct a joint inspection with the soldier.  The armorer will use the same form used to accept the weapon and/or ammunition into the arms room.  The armorer will verify that the commander approved the action and that the soldier is the proper owner.  Both the armorer and the soldier will sign the form, and the armorer will properly account for the weapon and/or ammunition as being signed-out.  Claims for damage to privately-owned weapons and/or ammunition caused while in government storage will be directed to and handled by the Claims Division, Office of the Staff Judge Advocate.





	k.  Display Of Weapons On-post:





	    (1)  No person may display any weapon, replicas thereof, or war trophies in the window of a vehicle.





	    (2)  No person may wear a weapon displayed on their person while in civilian clothes.  However, small knives (3 1/2 inch blade or less), that are not prohibited weapons, and Gerber Multitool/Leatherman tools and similar tools may be worn on the belt.  Commanders may authorize soldiers to wear knives, including large-knives, as part of their tactical uniform while conducting training.





	    (3) Units may display ceremonial swords and sabers, approved by the unit commander, in the unit area.





2-9.  Purchase or Sale of Weapons:





	a.  Individual Sale:  Individuals buying, selling or transferring weapons must adhere to all applicable federal, state, and local provisions governing such transactions.





	b.  Commercial Sale:  The commercial exchange of any weapons on Fort Carson is prohibited.  This provision does not apply to the Army Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES), or to Outdoor Recreation (DPCA).


 


2-10.  Exceptions:  Nothing in this regulation shall prohibit:





	a.  Soldiers or government employees from possessing or using military weapons, military ammunition or explosives, or other military devices, while in the performance of official duties, for training, or for other authorized purposes as prescribed by applicable Army Regulations.





	b.  Civilian law enforcement personnel, while in the performance of official law enforcement duties, from possessing or using government or privately owned weapons, ammunition, explosives or other devices in a lawful manner, as prescribed by applicable laws or the orders of lawful superiors.





	c.  Government contract employees, while in the performance of their contract, from possessing or using weapons, ammunition, explosives or other devices in accordance with the provisions of their contract and as determined by the Contracting Officer.
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	d.  Units from possessing, transporting, or storing ceremonial swords and sabers for display or use in a ceremony.





      e.  AAFES or Outdoor Recreation (DPCA) from possessing, transporting, storing or selling weapons, in their normal course of business.   





Section III





2-11.  Fireworks & Pyrotechnics:





The use of fireworks or pyrotechnics on-post is prohibited, except at times and in areas authorized by the Commanding General or his designee.
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Chapter 3


Prohibited Political Activities; Unlawfully Entering Fort Carson





3-1.  Demonstrations And Similar Political Activities:





	a.  On-post, no person may demonstrate, picket, sit-in, march in protest, deliver or participate in a political speech for public office, improperly petition, or engage in similar activities. 





	b.  On- or off-post, soldiers may not participate in picket lines or other public demonstrations:





	    (1)  During duty hours,





	    (2)  In uniform,





	    (3)  During a military exercise or deployment,





	    (4)  When the activities constitute a breach of the law, or





	    (5)  When violence is reasonably likely to result.





3-2.  Entering Fort Carson:





	a.  Vehicles and pedestrians will enter and exit Fort Carson only through open and authorized gates.  No person may climb over or crawl under any perimeter gate, or drive or walk through a closed or unauthorized gate.





	b.  Off-Limits Areas:





	    (1)  No person may enter an off-limits area without permission.  





	    (2)  Off-limits areas include, but are not limited to, ranges, designated training areas, storage buildings, vacant and unused structures, and any other area so posted.
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Chapter 4


Alcohol; Uniform; Littering; Parking; and Drug Paraphernalia 





4-1.  Alcohol Consumption:





         a.  No person may consume alcoholic beverages while on duty.  On duty is that period of time during which the soldier is performing or is directed to perform duties, regardless of the time of day or whether the soldier is in uniform.  On duty includes any meal break.





       b.  No person may possess, sell, transfer, consume or use any alcoholic beverage on board any Army aircraft or vessel, or in any government-owned vehicle, except when specifically authorized.





       c.  Individuals may not consume alcoholic beverages in parking lots, on roadways, in privately-owned or government-owned vehicles, at MWR facilities (e.g., woodworking, auto repair, arts and crafts shop, etc.), or in food establishment facilities not authorized to sell liquor by the drink. 





       d.  Soldiers may not consume alcohol off-post in uniform, except for official functions approved by the Commanding General or his designee.  





       e.  Unit commanders and heads of directorates and other organizations must request authorization from the Commanding General (or his designee) to have alcohol at organization functions.  If the Commanding General approves the request, then personnel may be placed off-duty for alcohol consumption.  However, personnel must stop consuming alcohol early enough to be ready for the next duty period.





       f.  Soldiers, family members, and civilians 21 years of age and older are allowed to consume alcohol on Fort Carson in appropriate places.  Examples of these places are: Iron Horse Park, recreation/picnic areas on-post, organized sporting events, family housing units, and unit areas after duty hours.





       g.  No soldier, family member, or civilian under the age of 21 may possess, sell, transfer, consume or use alcohol on the installation.  Unit commanders may also request that the Commanding General (or his designee) grant exceptions to allow soldiers under the age of 21 to consume alcohol on Fort Carson in certain circumstances to foster camaraderie and friendship in a military environment. 





4-2.  Wear of the military uniform off-post:





Soldiers may wear the field, battle dress, flight, hospital duty and food service uniforms off-post, except in the following types of establishments:





       a.  Where the primary source of revenue is alcohol (e.g., bars and liquor stores),





       b.  Where sexual entertainment is conducted, 


	


       c.  Where racism, unlawful violence, or illegal drug use is practiced, encouraged or condoned by the management/ownership; or





       d.  Any other business in which patronage by soldiers in uniform would reflect adversely on the U.S. Army.
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4-3.  Dress and appearance:





While on duty, soldiers will dress and appear in accordance with the standards of AR 670-1 (Wear And Appearance of Army Uniforms And Insignia).





4-4.  Littering:





No person may litter.  Everyone must throw trash into authorized receptacles and must insure that the receptacle is authorized for the type of trash being thrown away.





4-5.  Parking:





	a.  All vehicles must stay off sidewalks and landscaped areas.  In addition, drivers must park clear of garbage dumpsters, fire lanes, and any other place restricted from parking or reserved for someone else.





	b.  Reserved spaces will be designated in accordance with FC Reg 210-4 (Control Of Privately Owned Vehicles (POV)).    





	c.  Every person shall park at least 20 feet away from any building, except where specifically authorized.





4-6.  Drug Paraphernalia:





Except in the course of an official duty or pursuant to a valid prescription, no person may possess anything that is specifically designed to introduce an illegal drug into the body.  Examples are pipes, bongs, and roach clips which are specifically designed to smoke marijuana.   
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Chapter 5


Gambling And Usury; Solicitation And Distribution of Written Materials; 


Military Identification Cards





5-1.  Gambling and Usury:





	a.  Gambling.  Except as otherwise specifically authorized by DoD 5500.7-R (Joint Ethics Regulation), paragraph 2-302, no person may participate in gambling activities while on a federal reservation or when on duty.





	b.  Usury.  No person may receive, contract or arrange for the receipt of any interest for any loan at a rate greater than that authorized by federal, state, or local law.





5-2.  Solicitation and Distribution of Written Materials:





	a.  No person may solicit or peddle on-post unless prior authorization is obtained in accordance with AR 210-7 (Commercial Solicitation On Army Installations) and FC Reg 210-3 (Commercial Solicitation On Army Installations).





      b.   No person may solicit during duty hours.





      c.  Authorized solicitations will be conducted on an individual basis and by appointment only.  No person may solicit by canvassing family quarters or barracks personnel.  Any person seeking to solicit


soldiers quartered in barracks, shall first obtain the unit commander’s permission and shall solicit only at a time and place designated by the unit commander.





	d.  Active duty soldiers may not commercially solicit or make a solicited sale to any soldier who is junior in grade or rank, as described in Joint Ethics Regulation (JER), on or off duty.





      e.  No person may distribute publications, including pamphlets, newspapers, magazines, handbills, flyers and other printed material, except through regularly established and approved distribution outlets, unless prior approval is obtained in accordance with FC Reg. 210-3 (Commercial Solicitation On Army Installations).


.  


5-3.  Military Identification Cards:





        a.  Soldiers, while not in quarters, shall have their DD Form 2A (Active Duty Military ID Card) (ACT) on their person at all times, except when egaged in athletic or bathing activities.





        b.  Soldiers shall retrieve military identification card(s) from family member(s) upon termination of eligibility and turn them in to the appropriate official or report the family member’s refusal to surrender the card.
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Chapter 6 


Removal Of Government Property; Commissary, PX, and Package Store Goods; 


Family Member Conduct





6-1.  Removal of Government Property:





No person may remove government property from on-post or from any building under the jurisdiction of the installation commander without a permit or proper authorization (except, individuals may remove any 


individual equipment they are personally responsible for, and any equipment purchased from DRMO).  On-post, property found in dumpsters must be turned-in if the property should have been disposed of in a


different manner or if the property is still serviceable.  At a minimum, soldiers will notify their commander of property found in dumpsters, so that the commander may determine whether the property must be turned in to proper authorities.       





6-2.  Resale of Exchange and Package Store Goods:





Individuals purchasing items from post exchanges or packaged alcoholic beverage (Class Six) stores are prohibited from making, or purchasing for the purpose of making, any sale, exchange, transfer, or other disposition of exchange or Class Six merchandise or services to unauthorized persons, whether or not for a profit, except that customery gifts of a personal nature are permissible.  Individuals are also prohibited from using exchange or Class Six merchandise or services in the conduct of any activity for the production of income.  





6-3.  Family Member Misconduct:





	a.  Family members who violate local regulations and/or federal laws will be referred to the Special Assistant United States Attorney at the Fort Carson Office of the Staff Judge Advocate, or the Juvenile Review Board, as appropriate, for action.





	b.  Family members who become a nuisance to the installation, based on verified complaints or military police reports, may be barred from the installation.





      c.  Soldiers are responsible for the conduct of their family members residing on the installation.
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Chapter 7


Barracks Visitation 





7-1.  Authorized Visitors:





    a.  Soldiers residing in the barracks will have no more than two visitors at the same time.





    b.  Soldiers are not allowed to have visitors in their rooms if their roommates object to having the visitor in the room.


            


    c.  For units with a Charge of Quarters, soldiers will ensure that visitors sign in and sign out with the Charge of Quarters.  It is one of the Charge of Quarters’ duties to ensure that visitors show photo identification, are the required age or are accompanied by an adult or guardian, and that all visitors sign in and out.  If there is no Charge of Quarters, soldiers will follow their unit policy on sign in and sign out proceedures.





    d.  Soldiers are responsible for ensuring their visitors comply with visitation hours as explained in paragraph 7-2, below.





    e.  Visitation in living areas (barracks rooms) by soldiers of the opposite sex who reside in the same barracks is limited to visitation hours as explained in paragraph 7-2, below.





    f.  Civilian visitors under the age of 18 must be accompanied by a parent or guardian.  The visited soldier does not qualify as a guardian unless the soldier can establish that he or she is related to the visitor.  The relationship must be that of husband or wife, brother or sister, nephew or niece, uncle or aunt, or first cousin.  In all other cases, the guardian must be at least 21 years of age.

    a.  Hours of visitation are as follows:

    b.  Non-duty days are Saturday, Sunday, national holidays, and training holidays unless, because of training or operational necessity, such days have been declared a duty day by the unit commander.
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Chapter 8


Driver’s Licenses





8-1.  Tactical Vehicles:





Soldiers operating a tactical military vehicle shall have a valid military driver’s license (OF346) in his or her possession while operating the vehicle.  





8-2.  Non-tactical Vehicles:





Any person operating a non-tactical government vehicle shall have a valid state driver’s license in his or her possession while operating the vehicle.

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GLOSSARY











“Air gun” - means a BB or pellet gun (pistol or rifle). 





“Ammunition” - means any ammunition or cartridge cases, primers, bullets, or propellant powder designed for use in any firearm.





“Antique firearm” - means any firearm not designed or redesigned for using rim fire or conventional center fire ignition with fixed ammunition and manufactured in or before 1898 (including any matchlock, flintlock, percussion cap, or similar type of ignition system or replica thereof, whether actually manufactured before or after the year 1898) and also any firearm using fixed ammunition manufactured in or before 1898, for which ammunition is no longer manufactured in the United States and is not readily available in the ordinary channels of commercial trade.





“Armor piercing ammunition” - means:


	 


     (a)  A projectile or projectile core which may be used in a handgun and which is constructed entirely (excluding the presence of traces of other substances) from one or a combination of tungsten alloys, steel, iron, brass, bronze, beryllium copper, or depleted uranium; or





     (b)  A full jacketed projectile larger than .22 caliber designed and intended for use in a  handgun and whose jacket has a weight of more than 25 percent of the total weight of the projectile.





     (c)  The term “armor piercing ammunition” does not include shotgun shot required by Federal or State environmental or game regulations for hunting purposes, a frangible projectile designed for target shooting, a projectile which the Secretary of the Treasury finds is primarily intended to be used for sporting purposes.





“Arrow” - means any object designed to be shot from a bow.





“Ballistic knife” - means any knife that has a blade which is forcefully projected from the handle by means of a spring-loaded device or explosive charge.





“Barracks” - means living areas (rooms) and common areas (hallways, day rooms, recreation rooms, etc.).


	


“BEQ” - means Bachelor Enlisted Quarters designated only for E-7’s and above.





“Blackjack” - means any hand-operated striking weapon consisting at the striking end of an encased piece of lead or other heavy substance and, at the handle end, a strap or springy shaft which increases the force of impact.  Examples are a billy club, sand club, etc.





“Bomb” - means any explosive or incendiary device or molotov cocktail, or any chemical device which causes or can cause an explosion, which is not specifically designed for lawful and legitimate use in the hands of its possessor.  





“Bow” - means a strip of flexible material with a cord connecting the two ends, holding the strip bent.  
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“Commercial exchange” - means any exchange of a weapon involving at least one person who devotes time, attention, and labor to selling weapons as a business with the principal objective of profit.  Such term does not include a person who occasionally sells a personally owned weapon. 





“Concealed Firearm” - means a firearm hidden from view and on or about a person.  “On or about a person” means sufficiently close to a person to be readily accessible for immediate use.





“Crossbow” - means a device consisting of a short bow mounted crosswise near the end of a stock.





“Destructive device” - means:


     


     (a)  Any explosive, incendiary, or poison gas:


	


           (1) bomb,


           (2) grenade,


           (3) rocket having a propellant charge of more than four ounces,


           (4) missile having an explosive or incendiary charge of more than one-quarter 				       		            ounce,


           (5)  mine, or


           (6) device similar to any of the devices described in the preceding clauses (i-v).	


     


     (b)  Any type of weapon (other than a shotgun or a shotgun shell which the Secretary of the Treasury finds is generally recognized as particularly suitable for sporting purposes) by whatever name known which will, or which may be readily converted to, expel a projectile by the action of an explosive or other propellant, and which has any barrel with a bore of more than one-half inch in diameter; and 





     (c)  Any combination of parts either designed or intended for use in converting any device into any destructive device described in subparagraph (1) or (2) and from which a destructive device may be readily assembled.





The term “destructive device” shall not include any device which is neither designed nor redesigned for use as a weapon; any device, although originally designed for use as a weapon, which is redesigned for use as a signaling, pyrotechnic, line throwing, safety, or similar device; surplus ordinance sold, loaned, or given by the Secretary of the Army pursuant to the provisions of section 4684(2), 4685, or 4686 of title 10, United States Code; or any other device which the Secretary of the Treasury finds is not likely to be used as a weapon, is an antique, or is a rifle which the owner intends to use solely for sporting, recreational or cultural purposes.





“Drunk or impaired” - means any intoxication which is sufficient to impair the rational and full exercise of the mental or physical faculties.





“Firearm” - means any pistol, revolver, rifle, shotgun, or any instrument or device having design or capacity to propel a projectile by force of an explosion, gas, or other combustion, and shall include any such object or device which may be readily restored to a firing condition.  Includes any antique firearm capable of firing, but does not include an air gun or a paint gun.





“Firearm Silencer” - means any instrument, attachment, or appliance for causing the firing of any rifle, revolver, pistol, shotgun or other firearm to be silent or intended to lessen or muffle the noise of the firing of any such firearm.
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 “Fort Carson” - means the entire Fort Carson installation, as well as all subordinate installations.  Everything in this regulation that refers to Fort Carson, applies equally to subordinate installations.  The terms “Fort Carson” and “on-post” are synonymous.





“Gas gun” - means a device designed for projecting gas-filled projectiles which release their contents after having been projected from the device and includes projectiles designed for use in such a device.





“Incapacitating Agent” - means any incapacitating liquid or gas spray.  Examples are tear-gas, mace, pepper-mace, etc.





“Knife” - means any dagger, dirk, knife, or stiletto, or any other dangerous instrument capable of inflicting cutting, stabbing, or tearing wounds.





“Large-Knife” - means any knife with a blade over three-and-one-half inches in length.





“Loaded firearm” -  means a firearm that has ammunition inserted into the firearm, even if a round is not chambered.





“Machine-gun” - means any weapon which shoots, is designed to shoot, or can be readily restored to shoot, automatically more than one shot, without manual reloading, by a single function of the trigger.  The term shall also include the frame or receiver of any such weapon, any part designed and intended solely and exclusively, or combination of parts designed and intended, for use in converting a weapon into a machine-gun, and any combination of parts from which a machine-gun can be assembled if such parts are in the possession or under the control of a person.





“Martial arts items” - means any instrument which is designed to inflict serious injury or death, used in the practice of martial arts.  Examples are throwing stars, nunchaku, darts, claws, etc.





“Metallic Knuckles” - means any metal object which fits over a hand and is designed to inflict injury by striking with the hand.





“Molotov cocktail” - means a breakable container containing an explosive or flammable liquid or other substance, having a wick or similar device capable of being ignited, and may be described as either an explosive or incendiary device.  A molotov cocktail is not intended to mean a device commercially manufactured primarily for the purpose of illumination or other such uses.  





“Paint gun” - a gun designed to shoot paint pellets.


    


“Permitted Weapon” - means any air gun, arrow, bow, crossbow, firearm (not including those firearms that are “prohibited firearms,” as defined below) large-knife, paint gun, slingshot, and spear gun.





“PMO” - an abbreviation for the Provost Marshal Office.





“Prohibited Firearm” - means any:





     (a)  Shotgun having a barrel or barrels of less than 18 inches in length;


 


     (b)  Weapon made from a shotgun if such weapon as modified has an overall length of less 		     than 26 inches or a barrel or barrels of less than 18 inches in length;
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     (c)  Rifle having a barrel or barrels of less than 16 inches in length;





     (d)  Weapon made from a rifle if such weapon as modified has an overall length of less than 26 inches or a barrel or barrels of less than 16 inches in length;





     (e)  Weapon or device capable of being concealed on the person from which a shot can be discharged through the energy of an explosive, a pistol or revolver having a barrel with a smooth bore designed or redesigned to fire a fixed shotgun shell.  Weapons with combination shotgun and rifle barrels 12 inches or more, less than 18 inches in length, from which only a single discharge can be made from either barrel without manual reloading, and shall include any such weapon which may be readily restored to fire.  Such term shall not include a pistol or a revolver having a rifled bore, or rifled bores, or weapons designed, made, or intended to be fired from the shoulder and not capable of firing fixed ammunition.





     (f)  Machine-gun; and





     (g)  Firearm-silencer.





The term “prohibited firearm” shall not include an antique firearm or any device (other than a machine-gun or destructive device) which, although designed as a weapon, the Secretary finds by reason of the date of its manufacture, value, design, and other characteristics is primarily a collector’s item and is not likely to be used as a weapon.





“Prohibited Weapon” - means any armor piercing ammunition, ballistic knife, blackjacks, dagger, dirk, destructive device, gas gun, incapacitating agent (except when carried for personal protection and when its container’s capacity does not exceed four ounces), martial arts items, metallic knuckles, prohibited firearm, stiletto knife, stun gun, or switchblade knife.  It also means razors, ice picks, boxcutters, screwdrivers or other similar devices and tools when carried concealed, with the specific intent to be used as a weapon to inflict injury or death.





“Register” - to register a firearm means that an individual has turned-in a substantially filled-out FC Form 66 to the PMO concerning a privately-owned firearm.





“Rifle” - means a weapon designed or redesigned, made or remade, and intended to be fired from the shoulder and designed or redesigned and made or remade to use the energy of the explosive in a fixed metallic cartridge to fire only a single projectile through a rifled bore for each single pull of the trigger.


 


“Shotgun” - means a weapon designed or redesigned, made or remade, and intended to be fired from the shoulder and designed or redesigned and made or remade to use the energy of the explosive in a fixed shotgun shell to fire through a smooth bore either a number of projectiles (ball shot) or a single projectile for each pull of the trigger, and shall include any such weapon which may be readily restored to fire a fixed shotgun shell. 





“ Soldier” - means any member of the U.S. armed forces, including commissioned officers, warrant officers, noncommissioned officers, and junior enlisted.





“Stun Gun” - means a device capable of temporarily immobilizing a person by the infliction of an electrical charge.
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“Switchblade knife” - means any knife, the blade of which opens automatically by hand pressure applied to a button, spring, or other device in its handle.  It also includes any gravity knife, that has a blade released from the handle or sheath by the force of gravity or the application of centrifugal force, that when released is locked in place by means of a button, spring, lever, or other device.





“Visitation” - means, for purposes of paragraph 8-2 of this regulation, being with civilians, regardless of sex, or soldiers of the opposite sex who are not also assigned to the same barracks.  





“Weapon” -  see, “Permitted weapon,” and “Prohibited weapon,” above.
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
