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Installations

SPEECHES, DEMONSTRATIONS, AND DISTRIBUTION OF PRINTED MATERIAL

PURPOSE.  To establish limits on speeches and demonstrations on Fort Carson, its remote training areas, and subinstallations.

REFERENCES.  

AR 210-7 (Commercial Solicitation on Army Installations), AR 210-10 (Administration), AR 600-20 (Army Command Policy), FC Reg 210-1 (Distribution of Non-Department of Defense (DOD) Publications.

APPLICABILITY.  This regulation applies to all persons assigned, attached, or physically present on Fort Carson, its remote training areas or subinstallations. 

GENERAL.  This regulation governs speeches, demonstrations, and political campaigning.  Distribution of printed materials is governed as follows:

    a.  Distribution of all non-commercial, non-government printed materials (including pamphlets, newspapers, magazines, handbills, flyers, other printed materials, and electronic voice reproductions) is governed by AR 210-10.

    b.  All distribution for commercial purposes or in conjunction with requests for donations of any type is governed by AR 210-7.

    c.  General guidance regarding distribution of non-government printed  materials can also be found in AR 600-20, paragraph 5-9.

RESPONSIBILITIES.

    a.  Types of Prohibited Activities.  Demonstrations, picketing, sit-ins, protest marches, political speeches, and similar activities are prohibited and will not be allowed on Fort Carson or its subinstallations.

    b.  Designation of Spokesperson.  Unless otherwise directed by the Installation

Commander, the Garrison Commander (GC) is the only spokesperson for Fort Carson authorized to communicate with any demonstration group.

    c.  Reporting.  Neither military personnel nor civilian employees should attempt to forcefully eject or otherwise physically handle demonstrators, speechmakers or other persons engaged in activities described in paragraph (a) above.  All personnel should notify the Provost Marshal’s office of any demonstrations, speeches or distributions taking place on Fort Carson, its subinstallations, or remote training areas.
