Summary.  This regulation identifies the planning, coordination, support, and services to all units scheduled to conduct Individual Drill Training (IDT) and Annual Training (AT) at Fort Carson or Piñon Canyon Maneuver Site (PCMS), Colorado.  This regulation provides guidance and procedures on how to request installation support and services to include the main post, training facilities, training areas, ranges, and any leased training facilities on both Fort Carson and Piñon Canyon Maneuver Site. Applicability.  This regulation applies to all Active Reserve, and National Guard Component organizations conducting training on Fort Carson or Piñon Canyon.  Interim changes to this regulation are not official unless they are authorized by Chief of Staff, 7th Infantry Division (Integrated) and Fort Carson.

Suggested improvements.  The proponent agency for this regulation is the Chief, G-3, Reserve Component Support, 7th Infantry Division (Integrated) and Fort Carson.
