l.  PURPOSE.  To establish policies, responsibilities and procedures concerning the identification, disposition, care, and vaccination of privately owned animals maintained at Fort Carson.

3.  APPLICABILITY.  This regulation is applicable to all personnel who keep animals under the following categories:





     a.  Privately owned animals kept by personnel occupying government quarters.

4.  GENERAL.





     a.  Normally animals will not be kept in troop billets, except as permitted by command policy. 





     b.  Animals which are exotic, not domesticated species, wild, venomous, or livestock will not be kept in the family housing area.

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     c.  Residents of family housing are limited to two walking pets per family.  Litters under three months of age are exempt from this limitation but must be disposed of by the age of three months or registered at the Veterinary Treatment Facility (VTF) in accordance with the two-animal limit.





     d.  Kennel and breeding operations in family housing are prohibited.





     e.  Hybrids of wild canids (e.g., wolf hybrids) and ferrets are prohibited on Fort Carson.





     f.  Before entering the Fort Carson military installation, all horses must be vaccinated, tested, and treated for intestinal parasites in accordance with Appendix B of this regulation and be accompanied by a veterinary health certificate issued within the last 30 days.  Owners must present documents to the installation veterinarian, verifying compliance with these requirements.





     g.  Privately owned horses will not be ridden in the cantonment area without prior approval of the Garrison Commander.





     h.  Any horse brought within the boundaries of Turkey Creek Ranch will be confined to the quarantine area as required in Appendix B of this regulation.  Quarantined horses will be examined by a military veterinarian and if found to be healthy will be released from quarantine following a negative fecal examination for parasites and/or deworming by the installation veterinarian.


 


     i.  Any activity, organization, or person desiring to use the Fort Carson reservation for equestrian activities involving horses not stabled at Turkey Creek Ranch will do so outside the boundaries of Turkey Creek Ranch.  For these purposes the rodeo arena is considered to be outside the limits of Turkey Creek Ranch.  Horses participating in events at the rodeo arena or Turkey Creek Ranch must comply with the requirements of Appendix B of this regulation.





     j.  Cattle entering the Fort Carson reservation under a grazing-lease/agreement must have been tested and declared free of brucellosis and tuberculosis and be accompanied by a health certificate issued 


within the previous 30 days.  Coordination with Directorate of Environmental Compliance & Management is necessary to ensure that testing is accomplished prior to entry on to the reservation.





      k.  Unit mascots appointed on orders will be given full veterinary support.  All non-medical care such as shelter and feeding of these mascots is the responsibility of the parent unit.  Shelter and feeding of these animals will be approved by the installation veterinarian.





5.  RESPONSIBILITIES.





      a.  Personnel keeping privately owned animals on Fort Carson will: 





	(l)  Ensure that privately owned animals arriving at Fort Carson are registered at the Veterinary Treatment Facility within 72 hours.  All dogs and cats will receive a microchip implant at the Veterinary Treatment Facility at the owners expense for permanent identification.  The Veterinary Treatment Facility will provide the service at cost plus a marginal administrative fee.





	(2)  Provide adequate food, water, care, and shelter for privately owned animals.

	(3)  Be responsible for maintaining the health and well being of all privately owned animals to include all vaccinations, in accordance with AR 40-905 (Veterinary Health Services), Appendix B, or as directed by the Post Veterinarian and other Army Regulations.





	(4)  Remove animal waste daily in family housing areas and horse stables.





	(5)  Bear responsibility for any personal injury or property damage in accordance with Colorado State Law.





	(6)  Transport their animals involved in bite incidents to the post veterinarian for examination and, if necessary, quarantine.





	(7)  Ensure the proper disposal of their dead animals.  Privately owned animals will not be buried within the boundaries of Fort Carson.  Burial off of the installation must be in accordance with Colorado law (Colorado Revised Statutes (l977) S25-l-6l2) or dead animals other than horses may be taken to the veterinary clinic for disposal.

	(8)  Prior to clearing Fort Carson, pick up privately owned animals’ health records at the Veterinary Treatment Facility.





	(9)  Be responsible for all boarding and medical treatment charges set by the Veterinary Clinic Fund Council when their animal is impounded as a stray or impounded due to an investigation of animal abuse or neglect.  This includes cost of a microchip identification implant.





	(10)  Remove privately owned animals from the installation when directed to do so by the Garrison Commander pursuant to paragraph 5c below.





	(11)  Ensure that their animals are under proper control at all times.





	(12)  Place annual rabies vaccination tags on their cats and dogs.





	(l3)  Claim their animal at the Veterinary Treatment Facility within two working days after being notified that the animal has been impounded for being stray on Fort Carson.





	(l4)  Notify the Veterinary Treatment Facility when a registered animal is sold, given away, or dies.  If an animal registered at the Veterinary Treatment Facility is sold or given away but remains on post, the new owner must reregister the animal within 72 hours of acquisition.





     b.  The Provost Marshal may apprehend any animal which is involved in a bite or scratch incident on post, is a stray, is a nuisance, is vicious, or is not receiving proper care.  Apprehended animals will be impounded in the Veterinary Treatment Facility.                                                                              





     c.  The Garrison Commander may require removal from the installation of any privately owned animals involved in one or more animal bite incident(s).  Other causes for removal are failure to provide


proper care, repeated impoundment, or inhumane treatment.  The owner may also be prohibited from acquiring additional animals while residing at Fort Carson.   Under the authority of paragraph 3-19b(2),   	  
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AR 210-50, if the animal owner does not remove the animal(s), the Garrison Commander may withdraw the privilege of residing in post housing.





	(1)  To encourage proper animal control, the following penalties may be imposed:





	(a) Failure to Register: first offense - warning letter; second offense - notice of possible termination of quarters; third offense - termination of quarters.





	(b)  Stray Impoundment:  first offense - warning letter; second offense - notice of possible termination of quarters; third offense - termination of quarters.  These penalties are in addition to any fees assessed pursuant to paragraph 5a(9) of this regulation.





	(c)  Animal Bite Incident:  first offense - notice of possible termination of quarters; second offense - termination of quarters.  These penalties are in addition to any quarantine imposed pursuant to paragraph 5d(2) of this regulation.





	(d)  Exceeding the number of pets per family limitation, paragraph 4c, above:  first offense - warning letter; second offense - termination of quarters.





	(e) Animal Abuse or Neglect:  depending on severity of the offense, first offense minimum - notice of possible termination of quarters; first offense maximum - termination of quarters and/or Uniform Code of Military Justice action; second offense - termination of quarters and/or Uniform Code of Military Justice action.  These penalties are in addition to any fees assessed for impoundment charges pursuant to paragraph 5a(9) of this regulation.





	(2) If termination of the ownership right is desired, the case will be referred to the Colorado State Bureau of Animal Protection.





      d.  The installation veterinarian (Chief, Fort Carson Branch Veterinary Service) will:





	(1)  Provide necessary services so that all animals maintained on post can be vaccinated and tested as described in Appendix B of this regulation.





	(2)  Quarantine rabies suspects:





	(a)  All animals involved in a biting or scratching incident will be quarantined in accordance with AR 40-905.  Home quarantine of vaccinated animals may be permitted by the post veterinarian if the health of the bitten person(s)and other personnel are not jeopardized.  If home quarantine is permitted, the owner (or his agent) must sign and comply with the provisions of attached DD Form 2623 (Animal Home Quarantine) (Appendix C).





	(b)  Exotic, not domesticated species, wild, or feral animals involved in a bite or scratch incident will be euthanized by the installation veterinarian as soon as possible.  He/she will submit the head for laboratory examination for rabies.





	(3)  Serves as installation commander’s advisor on veterinary preventive medicine.
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	(4)  Provide the Housing Division with weekly lists of animal bite incidents of humans on Fort Carson and of impounded animals (strays) for which owners can be identified.





	(5)  Examine and treat diseases which may be transmissible to humans and conditions which may be a menace or problem in the military community.





	(6)  Examine the victims of alleged animal abuse and report findings on a sworn statement as an attachment to the official complaint.





	(7)  Provide emergency care during duty hours to privately owned animals on post in order to prevent undue suffering or loss of life.





6.  CONTROL OF PETS.  Owners are responsible for proper control of their pets at all times.  Privately owned animals that become vicious, nuisances, strays or are not receiving proper care will be taken into custody by the military police and impounded at the Veterinary Treatment Facility at the owner’s expense pending disposition under paragraphs 5b and 5c above.


                                              


7.  STRAY OR OTHER IMPOUNDED ANIMALS.  All unrestrained animals will be taken into custody by the Military Police and impounded at the Veterinary Treatment Facility.  Veterinary personnel will attempt to notify the owner by telephone for three working days.  When claiming an impounded animal, the owner must provide proof of current vaccination in accordance with Appendix B of this regulation and pay the cost of impoundment in accordance with paragraph 5a(9) of this regulation.  Animals will be vaccinated and dewormed as required at the owner’s expense prior to release.  All animals not claimed within three working days will be either adopted or euthanized.





8.  ABANDONMENT.  Animal owners will not abandon their animals.  In the event that a privately owned animal is no longer desired as a pet, it will be disposed of by placing it for adoption at the Veterinary Treatment Facility or local animal shelter.  Geriatric or chronically ill animals may be brought, by appointment, to the Veterinary Treatment Facility for euthanasia.





9.  COMPLAINTS.





    a.  Individuals witnessing a pet nuisance or inhumane treatment should make a formal complaint, in writing, to the Provost Marshal stating owner’s name, address and circumstance involved.





    b.  Incidents of alleged animal abuse will be brought to the attention of the installation veterinarian by the Provost Marshal.  The provisions and penalties of Colorado Revised Statutes (l977) Sl80-9-20l and 203, as made applicable by the Assimilative Crimes Act, l8 U.S.C. Sl3 (l976), apply to animal abuse incidents occurring on Fort Carson.
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GLOSSARY





Terms











Livestock - farm-type animals maintained on the Fort Carson reservation under a grazing-lease agreement.  Examples are cattle, sheep, goats, pigs, ducks, and chickens.





Stray - an animal not under proper control.





Proper control - restraint of an animal either by hand leash, tether, or fenced enclosure.





Privately owned animals - horses, cats, dogs, guinea pigs, rats, mice, caged birds, and other allowed species which are owned by private persons.





Public animals - animals which are owned by the government.





Abuse or neglect - failure to provide adequate food, water, shelter, attention, or medical care for an animal, or willfully causing pain or distress to an animal.
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APPENDIX B





PREVENTIVE MEDICINE AND ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS








The following are the minimum veterinary public health requirements.  These requirements will be reviewed periodically by the installation veterinarian and may be modified IAW his/her professional judgment:








l.  Dogs.





    a.  Rabies vaccination between 3 and 4 months of age and annually thereafter.





    b.  Canine distemper vaccination series as puppies and annually thereafter.





    c.  Canine parvovirus vaccination series as puppies and annually thereafter.





    d.  Examination and/or treatment for intestinal parasites.





2.  Cats.





    a.  Rabies vaccination between 3 and 4 months of age and annually thereafter.





    b.  Feline viral rhinotracheitis vaccination series as kittens and annually thereafter.





    c.  Feline calicivirus vaccination series as kittens and annually thereafter.





    d.  Feline panleukopenia vaccination series as kittens and annually thereafter.





    e.  Examination and/or treatment for intestinal parasites.





3.  Horses.





    a.  Eastern and Western equine encephalomyelitis vaccination annually.





    b.  Equine rhinopneumonitis vaccination semi-annually for private horses and rental horses; quarterly for Mounted Color Guard horses.





    c.  Equine influenza vaccination semi-annually for private horses and rental horses; quarterly for Mounted Color Guard horses.





    d.  Tetanus toxoid annually.





    e.  Treatment for intestinal parasites at 3 month intervals.
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    f.  Negative Coggins test within 6 months prior to arrival and annually thereafter.





    g.  Quarantine upon arrival at Fort Carson for 5 days in a designated area.





    h.  Foals will be immunized between 3 and 4 months of age, boostered one to 2 months later, and then follow the immunization protocol above.
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
