ICE CONTROL AND SNOW REMOVAL PROCEDURES

Suggested Improvements.  As the proponent and approval authority for Ice Control and Snow Removal Procedures, the Directorate of Public Works (DPW) invites users of this regulation to send comments and suggested improvements on DA Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publications and Blank Forms), directly to:  DPW, ATTN: AFZC-DPW-O (Base Operations Division (BOD)), Fort Carson, Colorado  80913-4001.

PURPOSE. To prescribe responsibilities and procedures to be used in ice control and snow removal operations.

APPICABILITY.  This regulation applies to units and activities assigned and/or attached to Fort Carson, Government Staff Elements, Military Units and Civilian Contractors.

GENERAL.  The Directorate of Public Works (DPW) has overall responsibility for ice control and snow removal procedures.

RESPONSIBILITIES.  

    a.  The DPW will:

        (1)  Monitor the contract enforcement on Fort Carson.  The contractor shall perform snow removal and ice control services including snow plowing, sanding of roads, bridges, sidewalks and parking lots identified in Appendix A of this regulation.

        (2)  Alert 52d ENG BN to mobilize and standby for possible snow removal or ice control operations at onset of storm.

        (3)  Notify 52d ENG BN to execute this snow removal plan when snow depth reaches 2-inches IAW Appendix B of this regulation.

    b.  Provost Marshal patrols will advise DPW when they perceive hazardous conditions exist.

    c.  The contractor will:

        (1)  Furnish the DPW with the location, telephone number(s) and activation and operation procedures of the Contractor's Snow Control Center.

        (2)  Provide personnel, equipment, and materials to perform snow and ice removal operations within the time limitations specified.

        (3)  Under unique conditions during the absence of the 52d ENG BN assume the duties as described in Appendix B of this regulation.



    d.  Commander, 52D ENG BN will:

        (1)  At the onset of snow or ice conditions place sufficient personnel on standby to execute snow removal or ice control IAW Appendix B of this regulation.

        (2)  Provide DPW with Staff Duty Officer and S3 phone numbers so notification can be made. 

        (3)  Upon notification by the DPW, or when snow depth accumulation reaches 2-inches in area of responsibility, execute snow removal or ice control IAW Appendix B of this regulation.

        (4)  Keep DPW advised of snow removal

operation.

    e.  Unit Commanders, Activity Directors, and Bldg Custodians will:

        (1)  Insure that assigned police area, motor pools, walks, steps and porches of buildings and driveway and sidewalk entrances from streets are cleared of ice and snow and treated to prevent slips, falls, and similar accidents.  

        (2)  Remove snow as necessary to provide access to fire hydrants, sprinkler valve rooms, post indicator valves, fire telephones, furnace rooms, and dumpsters.
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        (3)  Assist in the removal of ice and snow for unit personnel families in quarters where the supporting family member is incapacitated or is not physically able 

to remove ice and snow.  Unit Commanders will maintain an up-to-date roster of such families.

        (4)  Consolidate vehicle parking within parking lots to allow efficient removal of snow from these areas.

    f.  Occupants of family quarters will remove snow from landings, steps, walks, and similar areas not accessible to powered snow removal equipment.

    g.  Operators of nonappropriated fund activities not listed in Appendix A will remove snow from landings, steps, walks, and similar areas directly adjacent to their buildings and not accessible to powered snow removal equipment and sand as appropriate for customer safety.

    h.  Particular attention will be given to handicapped parking and access routes.

PRIORITIES.  

    a.  Contractor see Appendix A.

    b.  52d ENG BN see Appendix B.

SUPPLIES AND USE OF CHEMICALS.

    a.  Sand, salt, and calcium chloride is not issued except for use on roads.  The DPW, 52D ENG BN, and MPs are the only units authorized to draw this material in bulk and then only as directed by DPW.

    b.  Fertilizer (Urea).  Used for ice control on sidewalks, steps, etc..  Not to be used on parking areas.  Requests are to be on DA Form 2765-1 for troop units and activities.  Family Housing occupants may draw one bag of material per winter from the Family Housing Self-Help Store.

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APPENDIX B



52D ENGINEER BATTALION SNOW REMOVAL AND ICE CONTROL



1.  Route 1 from Cottonwood Junction to MPRC.

2.  At Butts AAF, clear runways, taxiways, and parking aprons.  For MAST or General Officer passenger flight departures or arrivals, respond as a Priority 1 route clearing runway or take off area as needed along with access route to flight operations and hangar as needed.  At all other times, respond as a Priority 2 route, giving first effort to clearing a 50 foot wide path from the Fire Station to the far end of the southern most hangar and going as close as possible to the front hangar doors. 
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Next, clear a 20 foot wide path to the front of both 

small  hangars at the north end.  Third, clear runways and taxiways.  Runways and taxi�ways will only be

cleared on an "as required" basis. Last, clear remainder of area including parking apron.  Plowed or piled snow exceeding three feet high shall be cut back or hauled away upon termination of the storm.  Fertilizer, urea may be used.  Sand and salt will never be used.  Such service should also begin when snow reaches a depth of 3-inches. 

3.  In the cantonment area, scope includes parking areas serving troop facilities such as barracks, Company S&As, BN/BDE HQ, and unit motor pool hardstand areas.  Parking areas serving troop facilities will be responded to as a Priority 3.
