EXTERIOR AND INTERIOR PAINTING

PURPOSE.  To outline policies concerning painting of the exterior and interior of real property buildings and structures at Fort Carson.

APPLICABILITY.  This regulation is applicable to all units and activities utilizing and occupying Government-owned real property facilities on Fort Carson.

GENERAL.
    a.  This regulation provides a guide to colors and type of paint that may be used on each type of facility.  The following restrictions apply:

        (1)  Only paint approved by the Directorate of Public Works (DPW), Repair and Utilities (R&U) Coordinator, or Troop Project Coordinator will be used in the painting of exterior and interior facilities at Fort Carson.

        (2)  Painting accomplished by other than DPW personnel will be subject to approval by a DPW representative to determine compliance with color and quality of workmanship used in the application.

        (3)  Unauthorized painting may be a basis for a Statement of Charges against the offenders, with probable assessed damages to be the cost of labor and materials to restore the facility to the proper color and with the quality of paint specified.

        (4)  Painting will be accomplished only on an as-needed basis.  Painting the entire interior of a building merely to meet proposed painting cycles will not be permitted when painting of specific rooms or areas will satisfy the current need.

        (5)  Painting a serviceable surface that is out of cycle merely to change a color is authorized provided the paint is purchased at individual expense where authorized, subject to DPW approval, but see paragraph a(8).

        (6)  Painting of cement, ceramic tile, brick, asbestos siding, vinyl siding roofing, and non-ferrous metals, is NOT authorized.

        (7) Painting of concrete floors is NOT authorized.

        (8) Painting of concrete curbs, platforms, loading docks, steps, floors, etc., is not authorized.

        (9)  Only colors approved by the DPW will be used.

        (10) Spot painting will be approved by the DPW.  Requests for spot painting approval and paint material will be made on DA Form 2765-1, Request for Issue or Turn-In, and submitted to the DPW 

R&U Coordinator.  Requests for paint in excess of one gallon will be submitted through normal channels on a DA Form 4283, Job Order Request, to the DPW Customer Service Representative.
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    b.  The following definitions apply throughout this regulation:

        (1)  Paint - Latex paints, emulsions, enamels, paints, stains, varnishes, sealers, cement filler, 

cement-latex filler and other coatings, whether used as a prime, intermediate or finish coat.

        (2)  Paint (controlled) - High temperature black and high temperature aluminum, black, red, John Deere yellow, traffic white, and traffic yellow will be purchased on a limited basis, obtaining paint on DA Form 4283, Job Order Request.

RESPONSIBILITIES.  

    a.  The DPW is responsible for:

        (1)   All Real Property painting accomplished at Fort Carson.

        (2)  Approval of all exterior and interior painting, including spot painting.

        (3)    Approval of all paint to be used prior to its application.

        (4)    Approval of the method for applying paint.

        (5) Maintenance of painting records in accordance with (IAW) AR 420-70 paragraph 2-10g and TM 5-618 Appendix B.

    b.  Unit commanders are responsible for all painting accomplished by troops on all real property within their organizations.

PROCEDURES.

    a.  Painting Cycles.

        (1)  Exterior concrete block masonry - 6 to 8 years.

        (2)  Exterior metal - 4 to 5 years.

        (3)  Exterior wood - 3 to 4 years.

        (4)  Interior surfaces - 4 to 5 years, except food preparation, mess halls, operating suites, clinics, laboratories, or other similar interior space may be painted on a 3-year cycle where necessary to maintain sanitary or safe conditions.

    b.  Painted surfaces may be washed with an all-purpose mild synthetic detergent.

    c.  Exterior Painting (Except Family Quarters).  

        (1)  Wood siding - All real property buildings and structures will be painted with paint approved by DPW.  Paint procured and used shall conform to the applicable Federal specifications prescribed by the DPW.  Siding which has not been previously painted, will be painted IAW instructions received from the DPW.  Brick and terrazzo surfaces will NOT be painted.  Trim and skirting will be painted as approved by the DPW.        

        (2)  Vinyl siding surfaces will NOT be painted.  Trim painting will require specific approval by the 
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DPW.

        (3)   Exposed Ferrous Metal Surfaces - are not to be painted if galvanized, copper, or aluminum.

        (4) Concrete Platforms, Steps and Pipe Handrails - Concrete platforms and steps will NOT be painted.  Pipe handrails will be painted as approved by the DPW.

    d.  Interior painting (except family quarters), will be accomplished as follows:

        (1)  All ceilings (except as noted in (a), below), will be painted either a white or ivory color.  This includes permanent buildings with ceilings that may not have been painted one of the two approved colors at the time of construction.

        (a)  Ceilings covered with tempered hardboard, composition board, or acoustical ceiling tile, will NOT be painted.

        (b)  Fire retardant paint will be used on the interior of all confinement areas.

        (2)  Wainscot, trim and doors may be painted the same color or a contrasting complimentary color (mix or match) as the wall.  Wainscot will be painted with latex semi-gloss enamel for ease of cleaning.

        (3)  Prefinishing paneling will NOT be painted.

        (4)  Floors (wood or concrete) will NOT BE PAINTED without prior approval of the DPW.

        (5)  Base board and quarter round made of other than wood, can be painted with prior approval of DPW.

        (6)  Exposed ferrous metal surfaces, e.g., doors, hardware, switch plates, duplex outlet cover plates, and similar items, will NOT be painted.

        (7)  Concrete platforms and steps will NOT be painted.  Steel handrails will be painted.  Risers for steps may be painted only with permission of the DPW.

        (8)  Shower stalls (temporary and permanent type buildings), will be painted with epoxy white enamel with sealer.

    e.  Motor pools (permanent and temporary).

        (1) Painting shall be accomplished by the application of a complimentary color.

        (2)  Wainscot, trim, and doors may be painted the same color or a contrasting complimentary color and WILL be painted latex semi-gloss enamel for ease of cleaning.

    f.  All painting in family quarters or housing as appropriate will be approved by the Family Housing Officer IAW AR 210-50.  The Family Housing Officer will forward all painting records for maintenance by DPW as appropriate.
