(a) 7ID and Fort Carson will employ elements of 3BCT, 3ACR, and/or 43ASG to process 3BCT through the FC Power Projection Platform as required for contingency operations.  This annex identifies basic information found in the 4ID DPLAN, Annex A (Organization).  The intent is to provide background information and a better understanding of how 4ID plans to organize 3BCT for deployment. 


(b) 4ID is task organized to deploy in echelon to support NCA objectives in a theater of operations.   3BCT, located on Fort Carson task organizes into a Division Ready Brigade to deploy to a theater of operations.  The brigade organizes to meet one of three contingency plans.  Composition and elements of each contingency plan are addressed below.  Some divisional elements rounding out the brigade’s composition for the DRB mission (CFMs and FEMs) are located at Fort Hood.  Those elements (personnel and equipment) will link up with 3BCT at the A/SPOD in theater, unless otherwise directed by the Commander, 4ID.


(c) The DRB is the primary deployment management organization within the Division. Each DRB is a self-supporting, pre-tailored force package capable of deploying in support of any contingency. Although each BCT forms the basis for a DRB, the structure of each DRB differs slightly due to the requirement to incorporate Divisional command and control, combat support, and combat service support elements into their organization for deployment.  In general, DRB #1 is task organized to deploy a brigade-sized fighting force into a contingency area.  It is usually accompanied by the Group 1 CFMs, the Division ACP and by the RSOI HQ to provide RSOI functions. This concept provides the capability of a maneuver brigade, integrated with a vertical CS and CSS slice, to "pull" the Division into the contingency area of operations, while maintaining the ability to fight independently. The DRB organizations are found in Appendix 1, to this annex.  


(d) The Division has up to ten DRFs,  #1 - #10.  The DRF consists of a task organized maneuver battalion combined with combat support, combat service support elements, and division slice elements OPCON for movement, integrated vertically, that will ideally fit on one FSS or Cape I vessel.  Alternately, DRF #3 may or may not be a tailored Aviation Task Force, capable of adding depth to the DRB war-fighting capability.  The specific configurations of the DRFs are found in Appendix 2 to this Annex. 


(e) When the Division is “in-cycle,” the DRF #1 provides the Division's IRC.  The IRC is a company team organization (1 Armor and 1 Mech Platoon) that is prepared to deploy within 24 hours of notification.  The final deployment organization and use of the IRC is based on a METT-T analysis and directives received from outside the Division.  The IRC is designed to provide immediate tank killing lethality and deterrence in any contingency.  Command and control of the IRC will be announced during the N+4 briefing.  When “out of cycle,” the DRB is not required to maintain an IRC. The organization of the IRC is found in Tab A, Appendix 1 to this Annex.


(f) Division-level command and control is exercised initially through the Division ACP. Once the Division is established in Theater, C2 will revert to the traditional DTAC and DMAIN CPs. RSOI functions will be carried out by the RSOI HQ. 


(g) CFMs.  A CFM is a pre-established element designed to perform a specific combat function, alone or in conjunction with other CFMs or elements of the Division.  Capability, equipment, personnel, sustainability, and strategic lift requirements define each module.  CFMs allow the Division Commander to selectively create or augment the combat capability of an existing force package (e.g. IRC, DRF, or DRB) with combat, combat support, and command and control elements.  There are currently 26 CFMs pre-planned as part of 4ID’s OPLAN.  CFMs are discussed in more detail in Appendix 1, Tab C to this Annex.


(h) 3BCT will need to advise 7ID and Fort Carson of the specific package being deployed with detailed count of equipment, containers, supplies and movers.

1. The IRC is only formed when the Division is “in-cycle.”  When “out of cycle,” DRBs will be prepared to designate an IRC.  The IRC is a tailored force designed to provide an immediate armor/anti-armor capability in an area of operation for show of force, force protection, and facility protection.  Based on the X/N+4 Command Briefing, the CG may augment the IRC with a Battalion C2 element to serve as liaisons/staff coordinators for the IRC Commander once in theater.

2. The IRC deploys by air and must be “wheels up” from Peterson AFB within 24 hours of notification.  Therefore, the IRC must be at Peterson AFB ready to load aircraft within 18 hours of notification.  See Annex C (N-Hour Sequences).

4. Ammunition.  IRC ammunition will be palletized at Fort Carson and the pallets uploaded at Peterson AFB IAW N-hour sequence and applicable USAF airload procedures.

The following is the basic organization of the DRFs within a DRB.  

1. The DRFs associated with each DRB will be organized into their standard Battalion Task Force structure (2 x 1), balanced Task Force structure (2 x 2), and/or a pure Battalion structure.  This flexible organization provides the CG and the AOR CINC with the ability to design a force package best suited for that contingency.  This policy applies to both Mechanized and Armor heavy DRBs. 

2. While the base structure for each DRF (standard, balanced, or pure) is outlined in this tab, the composition of enabling units may vary according to DRF.  

3. DRB Commanders may request authority to change this structure by sending a written request through the 4ID ACofS, G3 to the CG NLT 14 days prior to each DRB Assumption Briefing with courtesy copy to 7ID ACoS, G3 and G4.

e. MILITARY INTELLIGENCE DS COMPANY TEAM:   Provides the capability to augment the combat capability of an existing force with IEW assets.



(1) CFM prepared to deploy within 48 hours of alert notification.



(2) On order, the 104th  MI BN task organizes the DS MI Company

Team habitually associated with the DRB BCT to support the IEW requirements of the contingency mission.

Strategic Lift Requirements: TBD

1. Divisional assets [Combat Force Modules (CFMs)/Force Enhancement Modules (FEMs)] assigned to 3BCT during the DRB mission are stationed at Fort Hood, TX and Fort Carson, CO.  They may be deployed as part of the IRC, DRF1, DRB or deployed independently (within 48 hours).

2. 4ID deployment plans direct the CFMs/FEMs stationed at Fort Hood to deploy from home station and link up with 3BCT at the A/SPOD in theater.

3. CFMs stationed at Fort Hood include:

a. MLRS Battery and MLRS Platoon:  The MLRS Battery and the MLRS Platoon, with its range,

 mobility, and lethality provides the Division Commander the ability to compliment cannon artillery; to attack the enemy deep; and to strike at counter fire, air defense, and high-payoff targets.  The MLRS rocket has a range of 30 kilometers and with ATACMS provides a deep strike option of 100+ kms.

b. Q-37 Section The Q-37 Radar Section provides the Division Commander the ability to detect, identify, and locate enemy indirect fire weapons in the division area of operations or area of interest with sufficient accuracy for attack by friendly units.  The Q-37 is a targeting acquisition system designed to meet the targeting needs of the 4BCT.   Some capabilities of the Q-37 are:  (1) Locate mortars, artillery, and rockets, (2) First round target location, (3) Locate ten targets simultaneously, (4) Range - 3000 m (min), 50000 m (max), (5) Search Sector - 300 mils (min), 1600 mils (max)

c. DIVARTY ACP.  Supports the Division mission to deploy in support of worldwide contingencies rapidly deploying Counter fire HQ and FFA HQ for command and control purposes.

d. MLRS Bn O&I.  DIVARTY task organizes the MLRS BN O&I CFM depending upon the nature of the contingency, mode of travel and pre-positioned equipment.  The CFM must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification as part of DRB 1or move out of their motor pools to begin ground/rail processing for movement to the SPOE at N + 74 as part of DRB 1/DRF 3. Once formed, the MLRS BN O&I becomes OPCON to the DRB Commander for movement.  Once in theater, the MLRS BN O&I may be attached to the deploying FFA HQ or the Division ACP for command, control, maintenance and employment.

e. MLRS Bn HQ.  Upon notification, DIVARTY task organizes the MLRS BN HQ CFM depending upon the nature of the contingency, mode of travel and pre-positioned equipment.  The MLRS BN HQ must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification as part of DRB 1 or move out of their motor pools to begin ground/rail processing for movement to the SPOE at N + 74 as part of DRB 1/DRF 3.  Once formed the MLRS BN HQ becomes OPCON to the DRB Commander for movement.  Once in theater, the MLRS BN HQ may be attached to the deploying FFA HQ or the Division ACP for command, control, maintenance and employment.


f.  Aviation C2 (UH-60).4ID task organizes an Aviation C2 (UH-60) CFM to deploy separately or in support of another deploying force.  The CFM must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification. If deployment is by sea it must depart Fort Hood to arrive at the Port of Beaumont NLT N+61 (wheeled vehicles via convoy, aircraft self-deploy through Jefferson County Airport). This CFM is most likely to deploy with Division ACP.  It is under OPCON of the Division ACP.  If deploying in support of a DRB or DRF, the CFM is under the OPCON of that DRB/DRF Commander for movement.  Once in theater, the Division ACP will control the CFM, unless otherwise stipulated.


g.  Air Cavalry Troop.  4ID task organizes an Air Cavalry Troop CFM to deploy in support of another deploying force.  The CFM must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification or depart Fort Hood to arrive at the Port of Beaumont NLT N+61 (wheeled vehicles via convoy, aircraft self-deploy through Jefferson County Airport) or NLT N+72 (rail).  If deploying in support of a DRB or DRF, the CFM is under the OPCON of that DRB/DRF commander for movement.  Once in theater, the CFM will be controlled by the Division ACP unless otherwise stipulated.


h.  Ground Cavalry Troop.  4ID task organizes a Ground Cavalry Troop CFM to deploy in support of another deploying force.  The CFM must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification or depart Fort Hood to arrive at the Port of Beaumont NLT N+61 (wheeled vehicles via convoy, aircraft self-deploy through Jefferson County Airport) or NLT N+72 (rail).  If deploying in support of a DRB or DRF, the CFM is under the OPCON of that DRB/DRF commander for movement.  Once in theater, the CFM will be controlled by the Division ACP unless otherwise stipulated.


i.  Aviation Brigade TAC CP.  4ID task organizes an Aviation TAC CP CFM to deploy separately or in support of another deploying force.  The CFM must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification. If deployment is by sea it must depart Fort Hood to arrive at the Port of Beaumont NLT N+61 (wheeled vehicles via convoy, aircraft self-deploy through Jefferson County Airport). This CFM is most likely to deploy with the Division ACP.  It is under the command and control of the Division ACP or the FDRB.


j.  ADA Sentinel Section.  The Sentinel Section CFM has the ability to provide early warning to a brigade-size force out to a range of 40 KM (unclassified). The Sentinel provides effective capability to acquire, track, classify and identify fixed and rotary wing aircraft and unmanned aerial vehicles.  It provides real time target identification and accurate 3 dimensional cueing data to slew-to-cue capable weapon systems.


k.  MP Company.  The MP Company can provide the following combat support on a prioritized basis: (1) Conduct Maneuver and Mobility Support Operations over 360 kilometers of road network, (2) Conduct Area Security Operations over approximately 2,810 square kilometers in the Division Rear Area, (3) Conduct Internment/Resettlement Operations at Forward and Central Collection Points.  It can escort approximately 275 walking EPWs, 360 EPWs in vehicles, and 435 EPWs by train, (4)  Conduct limited Law Enforcement and Police Intelligence Operations as required. 


l.  Corps Chemical CFMs.  A 2d Chemical battalion organizes the CFM to augment a deploying force.  The CFM must be prepared to deploy by air within 48 hours of notification or depart Fort Hood to arrive at the Port of Beaumont NLT N+61 via convoy or NLT N+72 by rail.


m.  TUAV Platoon.  The TUAV Platoon provides eyes forward for the DRB Commander.  The TUAV Platoon will not become an integral DRB asset until it completes the IOT& E and fielding to the BCTs. Until that time, the TUAV Platoon will be held to the CFM2 Standards.
