3.EXECUTION.
a. Concept of the Operation. All Fort Carson military personnel must be 100% medically

deployable at all times.  It is essential that units deploy with minimum personnel losses due to medical/dental deficiencies.  Unit commanders must continually ensure that medical and dental records are screened; and that all individual medical/dental requirements are scheduled and completed to ensure their soldiers are prepared for deployment at all times.  The Troop Medical Services Office will establish and publish the deployment medical and immunization requirements IAW AR 40‑562 and health threat assessments based on disease prevalence in specific geographic regions.

b. Before notification of deployment.  Unit medical/dental section/platoon/company, with guidance and assistance from the Troop Medical Services Office, MEDDAC, and DENTAC will:



(1) Maintain the health of all soldiers and ensure that they are 100% deployable.



(2) Maintain unit immunization status at no less than 100%.



(3) Screen soldier medical and dental records and Oral Health Fitness Reports monthly to identify non-deployment deficiencies, report deficiencies to unit commanders, and schedule and conduct treatment to correct the deficiencies. 


c. Upon notification of deployment, unit commanders will:



(1) Ensure all unit personnel complete the medical/dental stations during the SRP.



(2) Ensure that all unit health records (DA form 3444) are picked up prior to the SRP by unit medical personnel and hand-carried back to the supporting aid station or TMC for that unit.  100% accountability of health records will be maintained at all times.



(3) Ensure DD Form 2766 and MOBCDS Form 8007 are completed.



(4) Ensure retention of a panographic radiograph at Fort Carson.



(5) Submit requisitions to the Installation Medical Supply Activity (IMSA) or Regimental Supply Officer (RMSO) listing all TOE medical items shortages IAW the established N-Hour sequence.  Requests for supplies to be used for Soldier Readiness Processing should be submitted at least 7 days prior to the SRP date to ensure the availability of supplies.



(6) Identify medical personnel shortages in PERSTAT.



(7) Ensure NBC protective mask optical insert requirements are identified and reported during the deployment SRP.


d. PROFIS Personnel. The Chief, Personnel, USA MEDDAC, will, in coordination with the Deputy Commanders, U.S. Army MEDDAC, and the Installation G1/AG, identify PROFIS for assignment to deploying units.

(1) Units authorized medical personnel under the PROfessional FIller System (PROFIS)

should identify these personnel by name and duty station.  Tracking these individuals is essential if they are not assigned to MEDDAC or DENTAC at Fort Carson.

(2) Units should attempt to establish working relationships (e.g., familiarization with unit

TACSOPs and personnel) with PROFIS personnel prior to deployment.  



(3) Upon notification of deployment, units should determine the appropriate PROFIS staffing requirements for the specific deployment through consultation with their unit surgeon.  The Chief, Troop Medical Services can assist with this planning and serves as a PROFIS Physician Consultant for garrison units. 



(4) Once a PROFIS requirement is determined it should be staffed through their chain of command,- III Corps Surgeon / 5 USA Surgeon, to the FORSCOM Surgeon.  All requests for PROFIS Support must go through the III Corps/5USA Surgeons Office.  An “information copy” should be forwarded to Chief, MEDDAC.  



(5) MEDDAC will coordinate with FORSCOM / MEDCOM to prepare PROFIS personnel for deployment.  Units must include the reception of PROFIS personnel in mobilization and deployment plans.
