1. SITUATION. See Base Plan.

2. MISSION.  O/O  7th ID ACoS G6, and Fort Carson Director of Information Management (DOIM) provide communications and information support to the Commander, 7th Infantry Division and Fort Carson, the Garrison Commander and Staff, and MCH as required to enable the alert, preparation for deployment, movement to SPOE/APOE, and strategic deployment of 3d Brigade Combat Team.

3. EXECUTION.


a. Concept of the Operation.  Reliable communications is essential for an effective and timely DRB deployment.  All installation staff agencies and support organizations must be prepared to quickly establish, operate and maintain communication systems during deployment operations.  Standard communications requirements/concepts are contained in this appendix.  However, modifications and special requirements not covered will be defined and implemented during the deployment sequence.


b. Methods of Command and Control.



(1) Deploying Unit.  Commercial/DSN telephone/facsimile using STUIII constitutes the primary means of communication in and around Fort Carson between the deploying unit and the 7th ID OPCEN. The FM Disaster Response Net for HHC – 7th ID is the alternate means of communications between the deploying unit and the 7th ID Operations Center (OPCEN).  The Crisis Action Team (CAT) Net [non-tactical, trunked-system, hand-held radios, or BSTRS] is the tertiary means of communications between the deploying unit and the 7th ID OPCEN. See tables below for remaining alternatives of intra-installation communications between deploying unit, supporting units, and the 7th ID OPCEN during the phases of deployment operations.



(2) Supporting MCH (Movement Control Headquarters). Commercial/DSN telephone (secure first; non-secure second) constitutes the primary means of communications for all installation units/agencies assisting the Installation during deployment. The CAT net (BSTRS) constitutes alternate communications means for the installation staff/agencies to facilitate coordination during the deployment sequence.  Cellular telephone is the very last means of communications for installation units/agencies assisting the Installation during deployment.  Sensitive information will NOT be discussed over any non-secure communications system.



(3) Ft Carson to Fort Hood (4ID & III Corps) and/or FORSCOM. Commercial/DSN telephone/facsimile using STU-III (Secure) constitutes the primary means of communication with III Corps and FORSCOM.  Single Channel TACSAT, voice or data, (Secure) is the secondary means of communications.   Tertiary means are GCCS and SIPRNET.  See 5.a. (2) above for remaining alternatives of external communications mediums.


c. 4 Phases of the Communications Support Plan.



(1) Phase I: Alert Notification.  Units receive official alert order to execute the deployment of select commands and units for a given mission.  The Fort Carson Operations Center (OPCEN) activates the Crisis Action Team (CAT) and becomes the focal point for all activities that support Fort Carson deploying unit(s).

(c) Coordinating Instructions.

· Coordinate any/all additional communications requirements through the ACoS G6, 7th Infantry Division.
· Fort Carson LAN.  Can be accessed from the ACOE/SPOE via Terminal Server Access Control System (TSACS).  Deploying unit should request TSACS accounts from Ft Carson DOIM prior to deployment.
· Secure STU-III Telephone.  OPCEN, the deploying unit and supporting units will install, operate and maintain secure STU-III telephones with updated keys.  OPCEN will conduct 

· a secure telephonic check daily with all MSCs OICs/NCOICs to verify operation of the instruments.

· Corps Single-Channel TACSAT Command Net.  For III (US) CORPS units deploying from locations other then Fort Carson, e.g. 3rd Brigade Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division, Ft Carson, the primary means of secure communications will be STU-III.  As a redundant capability, on order, Ft Carson OPCEN will Install, Operate, and Maintain (IOM) a S/C TACSAT net with the III (US) CORPS.  The 7th Infantry Division will serve as NCS for this S/C TACSAT net. 


d. Tasks to Division Staff, Garrison Directorates and Units.


(1) ACoS, G3: 




(a) Establish, operate and maintain all communication systems at the Fort Carson Operations Center (OPCEN).




(b) Operate and maintain the non-tactical hand-held radio system, Base Support Trunked Radios System (BSTRS), to include the base station located in the OPCEN, and the BSTRS radios designated as Crisis Action Team (CAT) radios.  




(c) Coordinate with the DOIM Land Mobile Radio (LMR) coordinator any other requirements for radios.



(2) Fort Carson Operations Center (OPCEN).




(a) Serves as the overall command and control element for Fort Carson-based deploying unit(s) during deployment operations.




(b) Will be the Net Control Station (NCS) for FM Disaster Response Net for HHC  7th ID and CAT Net (BSTRS) for Fort Carson during deployment operations.




(c) Conducts a secure telephonic check daily with all MSCs OICs/NCOICs to verify operation of the Secure STU-III Telephone instruments.  OPCEN, the deploying unit and supporting units will install, operate and maintain secure STU-III telephones with updated keys.  




(d) O/O Will install, operate, and maintain (IOM) a Corps Single-Channel TACSAT Command Net with III CORPS (as a redundant capability).  The 7th ID OPCEN will be NCS for this S/C TACSAT net.  For III (US) CORPS units deploying from locations other than Fort Carson, e.g. 3rd Brigade Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division, Ft Carson, the primary means of secure communications is STU-III.  



(3) AcoS, G6:




(a) Provide overall communications coordination as required.




(b) Assist deploying unit(s) in determining communications requirements.




(c) Update communications annexes to FC Reg 525-3-2 as required.




(d) Determine requirements to enter higher headquarters communication systems.




(e) Assist deploying unit with additional communications prior to and during deployment operations.




(f) Provide communications systems/equipment inspection assistance to deploying unit as required during N-Hour sequence.



(g) Prior to deployment, coordinate with the parent unit (e.g., 4th ID or III Corps, Ft Hood), as to which signal company will support the deploying unit. 



(h) Identify the available means of long distance communications deploying with forces and in the local area of operation.


(4) Directorate of Information Management (DOIM): 




(a) Coordinate any other non-tactical communications requirements, including cellular phones and trunking radios, with G3 OPCEN prior to and during deployment to facilitate command and control. Include locations at APOE/SPOE.



(b) Publish a Deployment Telephone Directory. Include critical telephone numbers for on-post facilities that will assist the deploying unit in its deployment. 



(c) Ensure all required COMSEC is on hand prior to the deploying unit assuming mission. This includes S/C TACSAT COMSEC.



(d) Maintain installation communication systems to support deployment requirements.




(e) Provide TSACS accounts to deploying unit as requested.



(f) O/O Coordinate for BSTRS frequencies at APOE/SPOE upon request from deploying unit for BSTRS nets.



(g) Provide garrison communications support as required by this Annex and as directed by the Garrison Commander, Fort Carson.




(h) Defense Automated Printing Services (DAPS) will provide classified reproduction as required. 



(5) Deploying Unit Commander(s): 




(a) Conduct mission analysis to determine communications requirements (e.g., equipment; frequencies; COMSEC, etc.) prior to assumption of mission.



(b) Coordinate Area of Operations SOI requirements with immediate parent unit (e.g., 3BCT coordinates with 4th ID; 3ACR coordinates with III Corps) prior to deploying.  Include FM, SC TACSAT, and other frequency/COMSEC requirements.




(c) Submit a generic request to off-post parent unit (e.g., III Corps ACoS G6) for quantity of TACSAT nets required for Area of Operations mission.




(d) Establish secure voice communications with 7th ID OPCEN and 4th ID.  STU-III in secure mode is the primary means of secure voice.




(e) Establish communication procedures to support unit deployment.




(f) Install, operate, and maintain required internal and external communication systems/nets to facilitate command, and control of unit deployment.




(g) Coordinate with the DOIM for additional non-tactical communications requirements, and the 7th ID G6 for additional tactical communications requirements.



(h) Submit TSACS requests for Ft Carson LAN dial-up.



(i) Identify communications support requirements to the ACoS G6, 7ID NLT 30 days upon assumption of mission, or as soon as possible within that time frame.




(j) Provide ACoS G6 with Task Force frequency requirements.




(k) IOM installation communications IAW this SOP.




(l) Review the operation SOI and/or telephone directory prior to publication.



(m) Off-post Parent Unit(s) of Fort Carson-based MSCs will request a TACSAT segment for the mission Area of Operations through appropriate channels, based on deploying unit (MSC) submission for TACSAT nets required.

7 C4I Communications Status Report

1. Purpose. Deployment Communications Support is required to effectively deploy any Unit by air or sea within 48-72 hours. 

2. Scope. The Deployment Control Headquarters (7th ID), DCH, is responsible for establishing communications in support of moving the Unit from Fort Carson to Peterson AFB or the Port of Beaumont. This section describes the communications means that each node, transportation control points and convoy commanders must install, operate and maintain when required to deploy any force within the Division.

3. General. The primary means of communications is secure STU-llI telephone, followed by FM radio on the Division/Brigade Movement Net and non-secure cellular and commercial telephone. Hand-held non-trunked radios are the primary means of communications within each node.

4. Responsibilities. 


a. Secure STU-Ill Telephone. DCH and all nodes will install, operate and maintain secure STU-llI telephones with updated keys. DCH will conduct a secure telephonic check with the Brigade EOC and all node OICs/NCOICs will contact the DCH to verify operation of the instruments.


b. BDE/Division Single-Channel TACSAT Command Net. On order, the Brigade node OIC/NCOIC will IOM a TACSAT terminal system.


c. BDE/Division FM Movement Control Net. All nodes are required to install, operate and maintain stations on this net when they are required to stand up. Additionally, all TCPs and convoy commanders will monitor and report on this net. 3d Brigade convoys will report to the TCP upon reaching the checkpoint on this net and the TCP will in-turn contact the BDE/Division EOC via cellular telephone or via internal communications. The Brigade or BN Signal Officer or designated representative will brief each convoy commander on the Net ID or frequency prior to departure from Fort Carson.  

d. BDE and Division FM Movement RETRANS. DCH is responsible for ensuring movement  RETRANS stations are installed, operated and maintained prior to convoy departures on Fort Carson and PAFB. The Brigade RETRANS team establishes a RETRANS station on the Fort Carson side, and other designated RETRANS team establishes a RETRANS station at PAFB. Units equipped with ASIP radios will use same net RETRANS capability. Designated locations TBD.

e. Tactical Radios. This is the primary means of communications within each node. DCH is required to coordinate with the S6/DOIM Frequency Manager to verify use of frequencies for a specific area. The non-tactical BSTRS radios will be a secondary means of communication.  Coordinate with the DOIM for BSTRS radios.

f. BDE and BN S6’s will participate in all N/X - hour and Battle-staff meetings designated in the N and X hour sequence.

1. Purpose.  To outline the Signal Pre-Assumption Requirements which the alerted unit should complete prior to assumption of mission.

2. Scope.  The Signal Pre-Assumption Requirements are established to ensure the unit is able to effectively communicate while in garrison and within the area of operation the force is deployed. 

3. Responsibilities.  7th Infantry Division staff and Fort Carson deploying unit are required to complete the following prior to mission assumption.


a. Communications Equipment Checks.  These are the communications systems located in the MSCs and EOCs.



(1) Secure STU-III Telephone.  Units will ensure that the key is accessible to EOC personnel and updated with the current cryptographic fill.  Units will conduct a secure telephonic check with the Fort Carson EOC/OPCEN on day of assumption of mission.



(2) FM (SINCGARS).  Units will inventory and inspect the radio systems, antenna systems, cables, COMSEC devices and auxiliary components to ensure they are fully operational.  COMSEC Custodians will ensure they have the current edition of Ft Carson Common Key on hand.



(3) S/C TACSAT.  Units will inventory and inspect the radio systems, antenna systems, cables, COMSEC devices and auxiliary components to ensure they are fully operational.



(4) BSTRS (non-tactical hand-held radios).  OPCEN/G3 7th ID personnel will inventory all available BSTRS hand-helds and OPCEN base station, charge batteries, and test for operation.


b. Signal Report.  Unit Signal Officers are required to submit a Signal Systems Status Report to the ACoS G6 at D-30.  This report should include the total number of systems authorized, the quantity on hand, and any NMC equipment.  The unit should also supply a 15-day supply of batteries.  G6 will assist the Unit Signal Officer as required to ensure that critical communications equipment is prioritized and a unit is identified for possible cross-leveling. See Tab A to this appendix for format.


c. Signal Operating Instructions and Frequencies.  MSC Signal Officers will coordinate with the Fort Carson Frequency Manager 30 days prior to assumption of mission to validate frequency/net requirements, request any special communications requirements for their units and identify the number of hard copy SOIs required.  The Fort Carson Frequency Manager will coordinate with the 7th Infantry Division Frequency Manager for SOIs covering the deploying force when an area of operation is identified.  The Fort Carson Frequency Manager will issue the SOI via ANCD and/or hard copy to the MSC Signal Officer upon receipt or generation.
