7. TERMS


A-Hour The time a unit is alerted to commence preparation for deployment.


Army Prepositioned Stock (APS) - Unit equipment stored in a ready to use condition (which is configured in unit sets (e.g., battalion sets, company sets)) in contrast to depot storage configuration.  Categories are CONUS, Europe, Army preposition afloat (APA), Korea, SW Asia.


C-Day The day deployment operations commence.


Classes of Supply

Class I
Rations and gratuitous issue of health, morale, and welfare items.

Class II
Clothing, individual equipment, tentage, tool sets, and administrative and housekeeping supplies and equipment.

Class III
Petroleum, oil, and lubricants.

Class IV
Construction materials.

Class V
Ammunition.

Class VI
Personal demand items sold through post exchanges.

Class VII
Major end items such as tanks, armored personnel carriers, and helicopters.

Class VIII
Medical.

Class IX
Repair parts and components for equipment maintenance.

Class X
Nonstandard items to support nonmilitary programs such as agriculture and economic development.


D-Day The day operations commence.


Division Ready Brigade A brigade task force consisting of at least three ground combat maneuver battalions with field artillery, engineer battalions, and separate company-sized units, to include the force’s tailored combat elements and appropriate combat support (CS), and combat service support (CSS) units.  Additional units may be added in accordance with the commander’s mission analysis upon FORSCOM Commander’s approval.


Division Ready Force (DRF) A ground combat battalion task force (part of a DRB) with tailored CS and CSS units to provide 72 hour autonomous operations capability.


Emergency Deployment Readiness Exercise (EDRE) A test of unit capability to support emergency conditions, and of the installation’s capability to support emergency deployment.


F-Hour The effective time for announcing mobilization of the Reserves.


H-Hour The hour on D-Day that operation employment begins.


Joint Operation Planning and Execution System (JOPES) The DOD directed, JCS specified system used in planning global and regional joint military operations.


L - Hour The hour deployment commences on C-Day.


M-Date Specified day a Reserve Component unit enters active duty.


M-Day The day on which full mobilization is to begin.


Mobilization Operations Deployment Employment Execution (MOBODEE) A system designed to execute deliberate and contingency plans by providing “real time” mobilization and deployment requirements information and USTRANSCOM provided deployment schedules to all CONUS installations, mobilizing and deploying FORSCOM forces.


N-Hour The time of notification that deployment may occur.


N-Day Signifies the day an Active Component unit is notified for deployment or redeployment.


Professional Filler System (PROFIS) Personnel who in the event of a unit deploying, would be assigned to that unit to fill designated slots (usually doctors and nurses).


Pusher Unit A unit designated to support other deploying units.


R-Day Redeployment reference day.


S-Day The day Presidential Selected Reserve Call-up (PSRC) is declared.


Standard Deployability Posture System (STADEPS) STADEPS is designed to provide a common system for managing deployment readiness of all FORSCOM units.  The system assumes TRANSCOM will provide required lift.  It defines a unit’s preparedness for deployment in eight levels (Normal Deployability Posture, Reinforcing Deployability Posture, Standby Deployability Posture, Contingency Deployability Posture, Increased Deployability Posture, Advanced Deployability Posture, Marshaled Deployability Posture, and Loaded Deployability Posture).

a. Normal Deployability Posture (NDP) Unit conduct normal activities. Commander monitors potential contingency areas and review plans.

b. Reinforcing Deployability Posture (RDP) – Units review deployment plans/ procedures. Units conduct normal activities from which deployment requirements can be met. Personnel recall/filler systems are validated.  Equipment and supplies needed for deployment are identified.

c. Standby Deployability Posture (SDP) – Units begin preparation for deployment. Units recall personnel. Equipment and supplies needed for deployment are verified. 

d. Contingency Deployability Posture (CDP) – Unit equipment is prepared, as required, to meet deployment requirements. Personnel must be able to be recalled in time for commanders to meet a response time of 18 hours. Units submit movement requests for CDP forces. Units conduct home station training.

e. Increased Deployability Posture (IDP) – Unit is relieved of commitments not associated with the mission. Personnel have been recalled. Preparation for the deployment of equipment and supplies continues. Pre-deployment personnel actions are completed.

f. Advance Deployability Posture (ADP) – All essential personnel, equipment, and supplies (to include basic load of ammunition, if applicable) are checked, packed, rigged for deployment, and positioned with the deploying unit.

g. Marshaled Deployability Posture (MDP) – The first increment of the deploying force is marshaled at marshaling area/load point, but not loaded.

h. Loaded Deployability Posture (LDP) – All supplies accompanying equipment in the first increment of deploying forces are loaded aboard tactical/strategic surface or air transportation and prepared for departure.  Sufficient movement assets are positioned to sustain the flow as required. 


T-Day The day Partial Mobilization is declared.


Time-Phase Force Deployment Data (TPFDD) The computer-supported data base portion of an operations plan; it contains time-phased force (unit) data, non-unit-related cargo and personnel data, and transportation data for the operations plan, including:



a.
Units to be employed.



b.
Units to be deployed to support the OPLAN, with a priority indicating the desired sequence for their arrival at ports on a given day.



c.
Routing of forces to be deployed.



d.
Mobility data associated with deploying forces.



e.
Non-unit-related cargo and personnel movements to be conducted concurrently with the deployment of forces.



f.
Estimate of transportation requirements that must be fulfilled by common-user lift resources, as well as those requirements that can be fulfilled by assigned or attached transportation resources.
