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Chapter 1

Responsibilities

1-1.  Commander, Fort Carson.

The Commander, Fort Carson has overall responsibility for selecting, training, testing and licensing vehicle and equipment operators.  

     a.  He/She is required to staff driver testing stations.

     b.  In accordance with paragraph 1-4, g, (3), and paragraph 6-1, a, AR 600-55, authority to train, test, and license noncommercial vehicle and equipment operators is delegated to battalion-level commanders, directors, and supervisors of separate activities.  Military driver and operator training and testing will be conducted at battalion-level.  Battalion-level commanders may delegate the signing of licenses to company-level commanders, and records may be maintained at the company level, but the program is still a battalion program.  For commands below battalion size, operator training will be conducted at the highest level possible.  This training, testing and licensing will be conducted in accordance with AR 600-55 and this regulation.

1-2.  Installation Transportation Officer.

The Installation Transportation Officer is assigned staff oversight  for commercial and non-tactical vehicle operator training programs.

1-3.  Battalion-level Commanders, Directors, and Supervisors of Separate Activities.

Subordinate commanders, directors, and supervisors of separate activities will:

     a.  Develop and implement a structured vehicle driver and equipment operator training program which provides training and licensing  for operators and certification of first line supervisors based on the following references:

          (1)  AR 385-55, Prevention of Motor Vehicle Accidents.

          (2)  AR 600-55, The Army Driver and 

Operator Standardization Program.

          (3)  Training  Circular 21-305, Wheeled Vehicle Driver Training Series.

          (4)  Training Circular 21-306, tracked Vehicle Driver Training Series. 
          (5)  FM 55-30, Army Motor Transport Units and Operations.

          (6)  School of Military Packaging
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Technology-5 (SMPT-5) Hazardous Materials Handling Course.

          (7)  DA Pam 738-750, The Army Maintenance Management System.

          (8)  FM 21-17, Driver Selection - Tracked Vehicles.

          (9)  Applicable Operators Technical Manual or manufacturers instructions.

NOTE:  A list of vehicles and equipment requiring certification may be found in Appendix C.

     b.  Insure that there are a minimum of two (2) school trained (Fort Carson Driver Examiner Course) Driver Examiners in the grade of SGT or above appointed on orders at each BN/SQN level. Directorate, or separate activities will have a minimum of one (1) civilian appointed. 

     c.  Insure that any Commercial equipment leases include a requirement for the contractor to provide operator and safety training.

      d.  Develop and implement a remedial training program for drivers or operators who have had a driver-at-fault accident, moving traffic violation, misused equipment, or otherwise demonstrate a need for additional training on military vehicles or equipment.  This training must be documented in section III of the individual's Equipment Qualification Record (DA Form 348/348E)

     e.  Training of equipment operators is the

cornerstone of combat readiness and an effective maintenance program.  This program will focus on both  the safe operation of the piece of equipment and on the operator level maintenance of it.  No one will be licensed until they demonstrate that they can safely operate the vehicle or equipment, and correctly perform Preventive Maintenance Checks and Services (PMCS) on it.  The program will include, as a minimum, the following:

          (1)   Operator forms and records.

          (2) Vehicle or equipment descriptions, limitations, and capabilities.

          (3) Description and use of operator controls and indicators.

          (4) Preventive maintenance checks and services (PMCS).

          (5)  Operation under usual, unusual, and

blackout conditions.

          (6)   Lubrication instructions.

          (7)   Troubleshooting.

          (8)   Maintenance procedures. 

          (9)   Operation and maintenance of auxiliary 
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equipment and special purpose kits used on the vehicles.

          (10) Accident reporting procedures and records.

          (11) Special training as required (peculiar to certain equipment).

          (12) Training in transporting hazardous materials will be consistent with Code of Federal Regulations, title 49, Part 171; AR 600-55; and AR 55-355.  Hazardous Materials instructors will be certified on unit orders by the commander.

          (13)  Convoy operations.

          (14)  Night vision device (NVD) training.

NOTE: NVD training will be conducted in accordance with APPENDIX E.

          (15)  Required safety training as a minimum  will encompass defensive driving and winter driving safety.

          (16)  Road test to include rural, built-up, and cross country driving.

          (17) If the vehicle is the prime mover for a trailer, all of the above will also include the 

trailer.

1-4.  Company-level Commanders.

     a.  Develop and publish guidance for interviewing and selecting driver candidates.  Interviews may be conducted by the commander or his/her authorized representative designated in writing.

     b.  Ensure records and forms are maintained

within the unit, directorate or separate activity, or

at the Installation Driver Training, Testing and Licensing Station.

     c.    Develop and implement an annual

 recertification program (sustainment training) for operators, drivers, and first line supervisors.  As a minimum, this recertification program will consist of a written evaluation and hands-on performance evaluation on the equipment to be operated.
1-5.  Squad Leaders or First Line Leaders/Supervisors.

Squad leaders or first line leaders/supervisors will:

     a.  Ensure personnel are trained and certified

in accordance with AR 600-55 and this regulation prior to operating vehicles or equipment. 

     b.  Conduct annual check-rides for vehicle and equipment operators.

1-6.  Licensed Vehicle or Equipment Operators.
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Licensed vehicle or equipment operators will:

     a.  Comply with all operator requirements in

AR 600-55, Paragraph 1-4j, and other  regulations and public laws.

     b.  Observe all safety rules, regulations, and operating procedures and report any unsafe conditions.

     c.  Report all accidents to his/her  supervisor, and to the motor pool that dispatched the equipment.

1-7.  Senior Occupant.

The senior occupant in a military vehicle is the ranking individual present. Senior occupant responsibilities are listed in AR 600-55, paragraph 1-4, k.

     a.  As a matter of policy, all tactical and administrative use vehicles operated by military personnel will have a vehicle commander, in the rank of corporal or above, in the vehicle during all operations.  The only exceptions to this policy are:

          (1)  A  vehicle driven by a corporal or above.

          (2) A vehicle driven by a soldier specially authorized as a single driver (see paragraphs "b" and "c" below).

          (3)  A vehicle driven by a civil service or contractor employee.  Although not required, if a civil service employee out-ranking the driver is a passenger, that person becomes the senior occupant and is responsible for the drivers actions.
     b.  Certain mission requirements necessitate the operation of a vehicle without the presence of an NCO.  Accordingly, Lieutenant Colonel and Colonel level commanders are permitted to authorize -- by exception -- responsible junior enlisted soldiers to drive without an NCO.  The training/certification process will be up to the commander, but must emphasize the special trust placed in the single driver.  To verify that a commander has certified a junior enlisted soldier as a single driver, OF 346 or DA Form 5984-E (U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator Identification Card), will be signed by the Lieutenant Colonel or Colonel level commander and the statement "authorized single driver" will be annotated in the remarks column of the license.  The DA Form 348/548-E  (Equipment Operators Qualification Record) will also be signed by the Lieutenant Colonel or Colonel with a statement which reads "This driver has been certified by the commander and is authorized to operate the vehicle as a single 
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driver."  For soldiers in organizations or duty positions that only use administrative use TMP vehicles, a valid state drivers license and a memorandum authorizing operation as a single driver signed by the soldier's commander, in addition to the OF 346/DA Form 5984-E, are the items required for single driver operation of administrative use TMP vehicles

     c.  Commanders are to limit the "authorized single driver" certification and the operation of single vehicles ("lone runners") to an absolute minimum.  Such certification and authorization will not be made on the basis of convenience, but rather as a matter of mission requirements.

Chapter 2

Driver Applicants

2-1.  License Requirements.

As a matter of policy, all military and DOD civilian vehicle drivers (Wheel, Track, Commercial, and equipment operators, to include forklifts and street sweepers) will have a valid military drivers license (OF 346/DA Form 5984E) when operating said types of equipment on Fort Carson.  Additionally, those personnel operating said types of equipment off Fort Carson will possess both a valid military driver's license and the appropriate civilian driver's license.  There are no exceptions to this directive.  All Active Army, ARNG, U.S. Army Reserve (USAR), and civilian personnel whose position requires operation of Government-owned or -leased vehicles or equipment at Fort Carson will be trained, tested, and licensed in accordance with AR 600-55 and this regulation. See Appendix B.  However, personnel who possess a state driver license which is suspended or revoked will not be issued any type of military drivers license, and will have current military license suspended or revoked for the same time period as the civilian license.

2-2.  Commercial Driver's License (CDL).

     a.  Military operators of equipment owned or leased by the Department of Defense are granted a waiver of the requirements to possess a CDL.

NOTE: Possession of a CDL may be required by the vendor when vehicles are rented from some commercial sources.

     b.  DOD and contractor-employed civilians 
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(except firefighters) must have the equivalent CDL to operate the following Government-owned or -leased vehicles:

          (1)  Class A.  Any combination of vehicles with a gross combination weight rating (GCWR) of 26,001 or more pounds, provided the gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR) of any vehicle or vehicles being towed is in excess of 10,000 

pounds.

          (2) Class B.  Any single vehicle with a GVWR of 26,001 pounds or more, or any such vehicle towing a vehicle not in excess of 10,000 pounds GVWR.          

          (3)  Class C.  Any single vehicle, or combination of vehicles, that meets neither the definition of Class A or Class B, but that is either designed to transport 16 or more passengers including the driver, or is used to transport hazardous materials which require the vehicle to be placarded under Hazardous Materials Regulations (Title 49 CFR,  Part 172).

          (4)  Appendix C of AR 600-55 lists those Army tactical wheeled vehicles requiring a CDL.

2-3.  Military Drivers.

The following licensing requirements apply to military operators of Government-owned or -leased vehicles, both tactical and non-tactical, to include those with a GVWR of 10,000 pounds or less at Fort Carson.

     a.  Driving off the installation.

          (1)  A valid OF 346/DA Form 5984-E.

          (2)  A valid civilian driver's license issued by a State, the District of Columbia, or a U.S. possession. Military personnel who do not possess a civilian driver's license will not be permitted to operate vehicles off the installation.

     b.  Driving on the installation.  Must have a valid OF 346/DA Form 5984-E. 

2-4.  Department of the Army (DA) Civilian Drivers.

The following licensing requirements apply to DA civilians operating Government-owned or -leased vehicles (tactical and non-tactical) at Fort Carson.

     a.  Driving on or off the installation.

          (1)  A valid OF 346/DA Form 5984-E.

          (2)  A valid civilian driver's license from

the state where primarily employed.  If the vehicle being driven meets the criteria listed in paragraph
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2-2, this license must be a CDL.

     b.  Driving outside the United States or U.S.. possessions.
          (1)  Have a valid OF 346/DA Form 5984-E.

          (2) Meet any additional host nation and MACOM requirements.

2-5.  Contractor Employed  Personnel.

     a.  The basic contract agreement will have a statement that the provisions of AR 600-55 apply.

     b.  Contractor employed operators required to operate Government-owned or -leased vehicles or equipment (that is, non-tactical, tactical, combat, mechanical, or ground support) at Fort Carson must have:

          (1)  A valid civilian or commercial driver's license issued by the state where the individual is primarily employed.

          (2)  DOD contractor personnel shall not be

issued OF 346/346E, (Reference Chapter 8, DODI 4500.36-R).  Contractors operating on Fort Carson will develop an alternate means to identify drivers who are authorized to operate vehicles or equipment  for official business, and to certify that the driver possesses a valid State driver's license, and has received appropriate training for the vehicles or equipment to be operated. 

2-6.  Active Members of Other U.S. Military Services or Government Agencies.

Valid permits of active members of other U.S. Military services or Government agencies will be honored as a matter of reciprocal courtesy provided local military and civilian requirements have been met.

Chapter 3

United States Army Europe (USAREUR) Training and Testing

3-1.  Test Control Officer.

The Motor Transport Officer assigned to the Directorate of Logistics, Transportation Division, will be appointed by the Garrison Commander as the USAREUR Test Control Officer for the installation.

3-2.  Duties of Test Control Officer.

The USAREUR Test Control Officer will:

     a.  Coordinate with the FORSCOM point of contact for ordering sufficient training and testing 
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materials.

     b.  Store all training and testing materials in a secure location.

     c.  Issue training  materials to unit driver examiners upon request.

     d.  Schedule and administer all USAREUR

tests to those units requesting them.  Telephone 6-3367 for scheduling tests.

Chapter 4

Installation Driver Training, Testing, and Licensing Station Operations

4-1.  Location, Telephone Number, and Hours of Operation.

The Installation Driver Training, Testing, and Licensing Station is located in the Transportation Motor Pool, Building 301.  The telephone number is 6-5534.  Hours of operation are 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM and 1:00 to 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday, except Federal Holidays.

4-2.  Services Provided.
The Installation Driver Training, Testing, and Licensing Station provides the following services:

     a.  Training.

          (1)  Bus Driver Training Course, thirty-five (35) hours.  Course hours are 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM and 1:00 to 5:00 PM Monday through Wednesday, and Friday.  Thursday class ends at 3 PM.

Course prerequisites are:

               (a)  Possess a current state driver's license.

               (b)  Current physical evaluation IAW appendix D, AR 600-55.

               (c)  Driving experience on a 1-1/4 ton or larger vehicle.

               (d)  Must possess a current  DA Form 348/548-E (Equipment Operators Qualification Record).

               (e)  Must possess a current  OF 346/DA

Form 5984-E (U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operators Identification Card).

               (f)  Must be physically, mentally, and

emotionally stable and have a courteous and responsible driver attitude.

               (g)  Must be at least 21 years of age up-

on completion of the course.

               (h)  Must be a Sergeant (E-5) or above

or be authorized as a single driver IAW paragraph 1-7b above. 
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          (2)  Driver Examiner Course, thirty-five (35) hours.  Course hours are 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM and 1:00 to 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday. Thursday class ends at 3 PM.

Course prerequisites are:

               (a)  Selected by commander, or supervisor for the position of driver examiner.

NOTE:  Military must be Sergeant (E-5) or above.

               (b)  Should have a GT score of 100 or above.

               (c)  Should have a maintenance or transportation background.

               (d)  Should have at least one year of  retainability on the installation (military).

               (e)  Must have a valid state driver's license.

               (f)   Must possess a current DA Form 348/DA Form 548-E.

               (g)  Must possess a current OF 346/DA Form 5984-E.

          (3) Accident Avoidance Course, four (4) hours. 

          (4) Forklift Examiner Course, four (4) hours classroom and two (2) hours on-site training.  Classroom course hours are 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM and 1:00 to 2:00 PM.  On-Site training should be scheduled on a Memorandum request.  Course prerequisites are:

               (a)  Must possess a current DA Form 348/348-E .

               (b)  Must possess a current OF 346/DA Form 5984-E.

               (c)  Be a qualified forklift operator

               (d)  Must have attended the Driver Examiner Course at Fort Carson or a course at another installation, and be appointed by commander or supervisor as a driver examiner.

          (5)  Forklift Operators Course(Commercial Forklifts), four (4) hours classroom and two (2) hours on-site training.  Classroom course hours are 9:00AM to 12:00 PM and 1:00 to 2:00 PM.  On-site training should be scheduled on a Memorandum request.  Course prerequisites are:

               (a)  Possess a current OF 346/DA Form 5984-E.

               (b)  Possess a current DA Form  348/348-E.

               (c) Must be assigned to an Installation Unit, Directorate, separate activity, or contractor working on Fort Carson.

     b.  Testing.

          (1)  Eye testing for military, DA civilian, and contractor personnel in accordance with AR 600-55. 
6
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Testing is conducted on a first-come, first-served, walk-in basis.

          (2)  Road testing for personnel required to operate Administrative Use Vehicles of the types assigned to the Transportation Motor Pool, including CDL testing for military and DA civilians.  CDL road tests require approval of the Motor Transport Officer and must be requested on a memorandum to the DOL, Transportation Division prior to submission to the Driver Training, Testing and Licensing Station.  Call 6-5534 for scheduling an appointment for road tests for administrative use vehicles.
          (3)  One (1) hour on-site forklift examiner and  forklift operator evaluations.  Scheduled by memorandum submitted to the Driver Training, Testing and Licensing Station.

     c.  Licensing in accordance with AR 600-55 in support of DA civilians and those military personnel assigned to organizations which do not have a motor pool capability.

4-3.  Scheduling Training.

Scheduling for Bus Driver, Driver Examiner,  Forklift Examiner, and Forklift Operator Courses is as follows:

     a.  For Military personnel contact the Individual Military Training Branch within the G3/Directorate of Plans, Training,  and Mobilization at 6-5436/1292.

     b.  For civilian and Contractor personnel contact the DOL Motor Transport Officer at 6-3367.

3.  Gas generating equipment, all sizes and capacities (such as oxygen, nitrogen, and acetylene).

4.  Motor driven water purification sets, all sizes and capacities.

5.  Air compressors, all pressures (not to include installed automatically controlled units).

6. Materiel or cargo handling equipment, all sizes and capacities, for example, forklift trucks (military and commercial), warehouse tractors and cranes, straddle trucks, and flight-line tugs.

7.   Railroad equipment, all sizes and capacities (locomotive, locomotive cranes, and motor cars).

8.  Bridging equipment, all bridge erection boats, mobile assault float bridge or ferry transporters, and outboard motors.

9.  Self-propelled amphibious equipment, all sizes and capacities (LARC-V, -LX, and LACV-30).

10.  Construction equipment or off-road equipment, all sizes and capacities (including but not limited to tractors, wheeled or tracked; cranes, wheeled or tracked; front loaders; small emplacement excavators (SEEs); motorized or self-propelled scrapers, rollers, sweepers, and earth augers; saw mills; chain saws; snow plow rotary; ditching machines; rock crushing and screening plants; asphalt batch plants; concrete mixers and plants; asphalt and concrete spreaders; water and bituminous distributors; hot oil heaters; and hydraulic or mechanical vibrating tampers).

11.  Heating and cooling equipment, all sizes and capacities (such as air conditioning and refrigeration unit6s powered by liquid fuel engines, space duct-type heaters using liquid fuel, and steam cleaning equipment).

12.  Pumping equipment; all pumps 50 gallons per minute and above powered by liquid fuel engines.

13.  Motor driven printing presses and paper cutters, all makes and models.

14.  Mine-detecting equipment, truck mounted; all makes and models.

15.  Utility element (power plant) used with the medical unit, self-contained, transportable hospital elements, all makes and models.

16.  Miscellaneous equipment (including but not limited to,  riding lawn mowers; agricultural machinery; food preparation equipment; field ranges; immersion heaters; M2 burners; potbelly stoves; laundry equipment; snowmobiles; detecting sets, mine, portable, AN/PRS-7 and AN/PSS-11).

1.  These procedures will be incorporated into all Fort Carson units driver training programs.

3.  All units will have a dedicated NVD/blackout driver/operator SOP, dedicated to their unit's NVD/blackout driver/operator training/operations.

4.  Commanders: or their designated representative will conduct interviews and records review on all newly assigned drivers/operators.  Commanders at all levels must understand the night vision devices' limitations to conduct effective risk assessments for NVD/blackout drive training/operations.  Commanders will insure the following:

     a.  Driver examiners are school trained (FC Driver Examiner Course).

     b.  There are a minimum of two (2) qualified driver examiners at BN/SQN level.

     c.  That driver examiners appointed by the commander, are in the rank of SGT or above, and are appointed on

          orders from BN/SQN level or higher.

     d.  That a MAXIMUM SPEED LIMIT OF 10 MILES PER HOUR is adhered to for all modes of driving with 
          NVDs/blackout drive.
5.   Training:  Night vision device instructors will document qualification and refresher training on the individual's DA Form 348, section III, and annotate in section I of the OF 346 and DA Form 348, the specific type of NVD on which the individual is qualified, IAW AR 600-55.

     a. Qualification training:

          (1)  Qualification training will include sequential instruction in both academics and night driving 

          tasks.  A qualified NVD instructor must supervise all instruction.

          (2)  Academics: The operator will pass a written examination (see Chapter 5, TC 221-305-2).

          (3)  NVD drivers training : the operator will receive hands on instruction in order to demonstrate

          proficiency while driving with the use of NVDs (see appendix I, AR 600-55 for task list).  An NVD

          equipped instructor will be in the vehicle during night driver training.

     b.  Qualification requirements:  To be qualified and licensed on NVDs, motor vehicle operators must:

          (1)  Be licensed and current on the vehicle in which they will receive NVD training.

          (2)  Complete the academics and driving requirements outlined in 5. a. (1) and (2) above.

          (3)  Successfully complete and NVD driver performance test given by and NVD instructor.

NOTE:  Use of NVG ROAD TEST SCORE SHEET found in Appendix G, Training Circular (TC) 21-305-2 is MANDITORY for conducting all NVD road tests.
     c.  Minimum proficiency requirements:  Minimum requirements to maintain proficiency are 2 hours of NVD

         mission driving in the past 6 months.
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      d.  Refresher Training:  Refresher training will be conducted for motor vehicle operators who do not meet the 

           minimum proficiency requirements in paragraph 5.c above.   The minimum  requirements for NVD refresher

           training are:
          (1)  Demonstrate proficiency in all qualification training tasks identified in appendix I, AR 600-55.

          (2)  Successfully complete an NVD driver performance test given by an NVD instructor.
6.  Night driving awareness:  The key program components that shall be included in all unit SOPs are:

     a.  Driver/operator rest policy.

     b.  Duty hours for instructors and drivers (should be limited to 8 hours driving a day).

     c.  Instructors conducting NVD training should be restricted to 4 hours of night driving instruction within a 24

          hour period.

7.  The minimum required elements of an NVD SOP are:
     a.  Illumination limitations for NVD training and operations.

     b.  Rest requirements.

     c.  Vehicle lighting configurations.

     d.  Command and control for tactical operations.

     e.  Additional light sources authorized for NVD training.

     f.  Care and security of NVDs.

     g.  Weather requirements for night/NVD training and operations.

     h.  Vehicle speed limits.

     i.  Emergency procedures: goggle failure and vehicle breakdowns.

     j.  Driver and assistant driver responsibilities.

     k.  Qualification and refresher training requirements.

     l.  NVD instructor qualification requirements.

     m.  NVD licensing qualification requirements.

     n.  NVD accident reporting procedures.
