SUBJECT:  Use of Non-Standard Motorized and Non-Motorized Vehicles

1.  References:

a. Department of Defense Instruction 6055.4, DoD Traffic Safety Program, 20 July 1999.

b. Army Regulation 190-5, Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision, 7 August 1988.

c. Army Regulation 385-55, Prevention of Motor Vehicle Accidents, 12 March 1987.

d. Fort Carson Regulation 190-5, Motor Vehicle Traffic Supervision, 1 October 1997.

2.  Purpose.  To provide the Fort Carson community with Garrison Commander guidance on the use of non-standard motorized and non-motorized vehicles.    

3.  Applicability.  This policy covers all non-standard locomotion that is not covered by AR 385-55, Prevention of Motor Vehicle Accidents.  AR 385-55 applies to Privately Owned Vehicles; including motorcycles and mopeds.  Examples of non-standard locomotion covered by this policy letter include, but are not limited to:  scooters, motorized scooters (sometimes known as go-peds), in line skates, roller blades, skate boards and Segway Human Transports. 

4.  Recently there has been an increase in the marketing of new consumer products in the area of human locomotion targeting children and young adults.  These products are very popular with young people.  These activities represent significant risk to users due to limited safety design, lack of operator training, and no policy guidance concerning their use.

5.  Unfortunately, many serious injuries and fatalities have occurred nationwide when these devices are operated on streets and roads.  A recent death occurred in the Colorado Springs area when a child on a go-ped failed to stop at a stop sign.  To reduce the risk of injury and/or death to members of the Mountain Post family we must be alert to hazards associated with operating these devices on the streets and roads of Fort Carson.
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6.  Pending changes to DODI 6055.4, DOD Traffic Safety Program, AR 385-55, Prevention of Motor Vehicle Accidents, and/or local or state ordinances and statues, the following guidance will be in effect for the use of these activities on Fort Carson:

     a.  Use is limited to streets that have 20 mph speed limit or less.

     b.  Operators will wear an approved bicycle helmet, knee and elbow protection, and a reflective vest or belt.

     c.  Motorized vehicles are prohibited on sidewalks and must be operated on the street, travel in the same direction as motor traffic, and abide by all motor vehicle traffic rules.

     d.  Children under the age of 12 will ride under the direct supervision of a parent or guardian. 

e.  Motorcycles, POVs, and bicycles will not be used to tow any locomotion 

device covered under this policy nor will these devices be used to tow another similar device.

f.   All accidents/incidents involving these devices will be reported to the Fort

Carson Safety Office for accident reporting/investigation purposes IAW AR 385-40, Accident Investigation and Reporting.  

7.  Community mayors and leaders will include the safe operation of these devices as a topic during community and family safety briefings.
