Question 1: Which Pharmacies currently participate in the Over The Counter
(OTC) Program (i.e. off-post Military Treatment Facilities (MTF)?

Answer - Only the Pharmacies at Evans Army Community Hospital are offering
this program.

Question 2: Other medications requested to be added to the OTC Program are
both Nexium and Zyrtec.

Answer - We will certainly look into adding these medications to the program.
The process takes some time so | would expect to see possible changes about
once a quarter. To order an OTC item, it must be on a DoD contract, if there is

not a contract, we can not add it to the program. If the item is on a DoD contract,
then the contract must be for items that are packaged as OTC. To check this, the
pharmacy would order one bottle/box of the item to ensure the packaging meets
OTC dispensing requirements. Once those two issues are resolved, the item must
not be overly expensive. Some OTC packaging can cost over $20 per item or
more. Finally, we would need to get with Preventive Medicine and ensure
appropriate education is added to the training program for whichever items are
added to the program. Our goal is to make as many products available as we can.
We hope patients will utilize this program to keep some medications at home so
they don't need to come to hospital for minor ailments.

Question 3: How often will the classes be for the OTC Medication Program?

Answer i Classes will be every 2 weeks and you can call 719-526-7334 to set
those up.

Question 4: Please explain the fee schedule and why it is now in effect for the
SEC?

Answer - MWR is required to meet financial standards to maintain solvency of
the fund. User fees are structured to meet cash management goals and for
sustainment of MWR programs and operations, and to cover capital requirements.
For many years MWR has been able to provide free use of the SEC; however,
budget reductions in recent years no longer makes this possible. The Garrison
Commander has provided funds to continue to cover the cost of official functions
(re-deployments, official military training, change of command, etc.). Official
functions at the Reed Special Event Center, McMahon Auditorium and the
Freedom Performance Arts Center (FreePAC) are being paid from Garrison funds,
all other functions of unofficial nature must be paid by the patron utilizing the
facility.

Question 5: Is there anything that can be done for the FRG and groups that
cannot afford to pay fees but yet are required to hold meetings?

Answer - There are many options for FRGs to meet that do not requirement a
fee payment. The library meeting room, DPW meeting rooms, meeting space with-
in unit areas. Meetings that are held in MWR food facilities may have the room
rental offset by purchasing food and/or beverages.

MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT: Memorandum of Instruction for “Unofficial” Functions Held in Directorate of
Family, and Morale, Welfare and Recreation Facilities

1. PURPOSE. The Memorandum of Instruction (MOI) is for “unofficial” functions held
within Directorate, Family and Morale, Welfare and Recreation (DFMWR) facilities. All
“unofficial” functions will be charged an appropriate fee when using a DFMWR facility.

2. APPLICABILITY.

a. This MOI does not apply to functions that are “official” such as: Change of
Commands, Change of Responsibility, Casing of Colors Ceremonies, Training required
by Army Regulations, Official Promotion Ceremonies, Deployments, Redeployments,
and other events deemed “official” by the Commanding General, Garrison Commander,
or the Director of Family and Morale, Welfare and Recreation (FMWR).

b. This food offset option in this MOI does not pertain to Commercial Enterprises. It
is applicable to DOD Military Identification Holders.

3. GENERAL.

a. “Official” functions booked at the William “Bill” Reed Special Events Center,
Freedom of Performance Arts Center (FreePAC), and McMahon Auditorium will be
reserved on a first come, first served basis. There may be times when mission related
functions with a higher priority than those scheduled will require dates and times to be
changed.

b. “Official” functions other than those listed above and “unofficial” functions booked
at any DFMWR facility, will be charged a standard room rental fee. (See Enclosure)

4. PROCEDURES.

a. All fees will fall into the approved DFMVVR Room Rental Fee. There is one
exception for Christmas/Holiday functions occurring at the William “Bill” Reed Special
Events Center, Freedom of Performing Arts Center, and McMahon Theater between
Thanksgiving and New Year's Day. During this time period the reservation fee is
$95.00 for an event lasting up to four hours. All room rental fees can be offset by
purchasing food and/or beverages from the Elkhorn Catering and Conference Center or
any operation that has an in-house food operation; (Golf and Bowling) to support the

event.

b. Acceptable payments include: Visa, Master Card, American Express, and cash 1or
the rental of the William “Bill” Reed Special Events Center. Unit funds can be used at
the discretion of the Unit Commander it appropriate. Government Purchase Cards
(GPC) may be used for “official” functions by following normal purchase procedures.

Question 1: If | register my present CAC or Teslin Card and | to have to replace either
card, will | have to register the new card?

Answer: No, the cards are all based on the EDIP number assigned to you.

Question 2: If | register my CAC will that also register my Teslin Card?

Answer: Yes ponce you register one, your other ID will be recognized by the system
because it is based on your EDIP number.

Question 3. 2+ Registration, how much time to register your card?

Answer: During the preregistration we will be at units, directorates, and other high
traffic locations on post it will only take a couple of seconds to register your ID. When we
begin registration at the Visitor Control Center it should take only a few minutes. When
the in lane registration is activated at the gates that should only take a few minutes as
well.

Question 4: What violations are considered to be non-access violations to gain
access to Fort Carson?

Answer: There are 13 different categories of offenses which will result in denied

access. For example, any felony conviction within the past 10 years. Terrorism and
espionage related charges, drug possession with the intent to distribute, and sex offende
convictions any time in the past.

information at least 2 to 3 months out. It allows for increased communication with our
Soldiers and Families.

Answer: As a Garrison Directorate, the Directorate of Family and Morale, Welfare and
Recreation (DFMWR) is chartered to provide for the morale, welfare and recreational
needs of the Soldiers, Families, retirees and civilians of the Fort Carson community. The
DFMWR is dedicated to ensuring our customer base is aware of the commitment the Army
has for the All-Volunteer Force and the services available to them.

In addition to "mission first" priorities, there are several factors that influence our decision
to market DFMWR programs 30-days in advance of the actual event date. The DFMWR
marketing department's demographic research identifies the most active participants of the
Fort Carson community as primarily female military spouses of enlisted Soldiers and active
duty enlisted Soldiers in the age group 21-39 years old, leaning heavily towards the 21-29

year old age bracket. This segment identifies as members of Gen Y or the "millennial”
generation.

Research shows the average attention span of the millennial is significantly shorter than
that of Gen X and the baby boomers, and that millennials often make quick decisions and
impulse purchases. When marketing events far in advance, interest wains and information
is forgotten as myriad choices tend to elicit no choice at all. In addition, many of the MWR's
events revolve around the developing and transitional nature of the mission at large; an
example would be the Special Events Center. The MWR can easily schedule events at the
Special Events Center, but must be quick to adapt if mission requirements dictate a
change of venue as a welcome-home or deployment/redeployment ceremony always has
first priority.

To achieve the requisite short-term level of awareness, the DFMWR marketing department
Is charged with identifying, creating and delivering marketing messages utilizing enhanced
segmentation data, reducing communication stovepipes, and implementing a standardized
communications approach with a greater focus on relevant, customer-centric digital
channels. As a result, the DFMWR marketing department is able to provide more timely
and actionable information, develop "turnkey" marketing materials for DFMWR divisions,
maximize the use of available resources and technology, all while effectively promoting the
amily and MWR brand, services, and products.

VEHICLES RUNNING AND LEFT UNATTENDED

Several cities and towns in Colorado have laws and ordinances that limit vehicle idling to
combat increasing air pollution and greenhouse gas emissions. Colorado Revised
Statute 42-4-1206, more commonly known as the "puffer" law, allows law enforcement
officers across the state to immediately ticket individuals who have left a vehicle running
unattended for any period of time. See more at

Thefts of unattended and running vehicles increase in the winter and early morning
hours, but they can happen anytime, anywhere, including your residence. Using a
remote starter is still technically illegal because the law also calls for the engine to be
stopped and ignition locked.

From January 1, 2015 until July 31, 2015, 786 vehicles have been stolen in Colorado
Springs according to the Colorado Springs Police Department. 21% or 162 of the cars
stolen in Colorado Springs during this period were taken with a key left inside the car
(110) or when the car was running (52). https://coloradosprings.gov/cat/public-

DIRECTORATE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES
AUTOMATED INSTALLATION ENTRY

Purpose: To enhance installation security through automated personnel
verification and authentication using Joint Service Architecture and authoritative
databases to continuously vet personnel against possible criminal, terrorist and
insider threats.

Who: This will impact all personnel using a DoD ID media (i.e. CAC, TESLIN, and
Fort Carson Access Badges) to enter Fort Carson.

What: This program will upgrade existing infrastructure and install additional
capabilities to bring Fort Carson on line with the Department of the Army access
control system of record.

When: 27 Jan - 27 Mar 2016, Access control point & Visitor registration
terminal software installation
28 Mar 2016, System roll out and beginning of testing

Where: Gates 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 20 as well as the Visitor Control Center.

Registration process: CAC and TESLIN ID card holders can register at the VCC
once the new registration terminals are operational (on/about 28 Mar 16). In lane
registration at the gates is also an option, but it will take approx. 1 minute to
complete the process. Expect possible delays at the gates while customers
register for the system.

Retirees and their family members with old format ID cards (SSN on the ID) will
be required to get a new ID card with the EDIP number.

Ultimate goal is a system enterprise solution where all Army installations are
connected so if you register at one installation you will be registered at others.

As more information becomes available, and timelines are finalized, the DES
Security and Access Control Division will provide program updates.

Vendors, contractors, and visitors will still need to be processed at the Visitor
Control Center.

Fountain-Fort Carson School District Eight is committed to raising academic achievement. The
Summer Learning Institute (SLI) extends the educational program into the summer months, providing
remediation and credit recovery opportunities for students.

DATES AND TIMES
The 2016 Summer Learning Institute will be held from June 20, 2016 to July 22, 2016. Classes are
will be held Monday-Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

Session One: June 20—July 6
Session Two: July 7—July 22

Students may sign up for credit recovery during one session or both sessions for Language Arts,
Science, or Social Studies. These courses will be offered through APEX but will also require
additional assignments. All math classes will be five weeks, so students who sign up for math classes
will be required to attend both sessions. STEM Science classes will be for extension only and will be
for five weeks, so students will be required to attend both sessions. Classes for high school credit will
be held Monday through Friday. There will be no classes on July 4,2016.

COST

Each three-week APEX session cost is $40.00 for students receiving free lunch, $70.00 for students
receiving a reduced lunch rate, and $120.00 for students paying a full lunch rate. Students signing up
for math will pay only is $40.00 for students receiving free lunch, $70.00 for students receiving a
reduced lunch rate, and $120.00 for students paying a full lunch rate, for their six week session.
Credits for all classes will be applied to a student’s transcripts only after full payment has been
received. A $25 deposit is required at the time of registration. The remaining balance is due in
full by Monday, June 13, 2016. Students not enrolled in Fountain-Fort Carson School District Eight
will pay $240 for each four-hour class.
