1. The SRP is located at Bldg 1042, 1853 O’Connell Blvd., Fort Carson, CO 80913. Hours of Operation are 0730-1630, Monday thru Friday, excluding weekends and Federal Holidays. 

2. All Contractors must schedule through the SRP Site Manager or NCOIC. They can be reached at:

3. Deployment SRP’s are valid for 90 days prior to deployment, flight. If found non-deployable, please ask Physician at SRP Site, or SRP Manager &/or NCOIC for CENTCOM waiver package. A waiver must be obtained if found non-deployable by SRP Site. 

4. The following must occur in order to complete a successful SRP:

A) Contractor must have orders or LOA. The orders must be scanned in advance to the SRP manager or the morning of given to the clerks in room 137. This is to avoid and medical billing charges that will occur. Orders give the SRP Site authorization to process the Contractor for deployment with no charge. 
B) Contractor must be inserted into MEDPROS. Please see a clerk in Room 308 of the SRP Site, at least 72 hours prior to your scheduled SRP date so that the day you process through SRP, everything is recorded.
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C) A completed Physical from the contractor’s private physician. Part of this physical must contain:

 A completed Report of Medical History DD Form 2807-1 (completed by individual).

 Vaccination record

 A completed Report of Medical Examination DD Form 2808 from the contractor’s private physician, to include but not limited to height, weight, blood pressure and pulse. A copy of this must be present at the time of SRP.

5. Once A-C is accomplished, if you have not done so already, please call SRP Manager and/or NCOIC for an appointment. 

6. Contractors will get a roadmap and go to the following stations to successfully complete a deployment SRP:

· Legal- Power of Attorney or will appointment will be provided if requested
· Finance- Contractors will be given a form to bring to country, and Contract company will be responsible for Contractor receiving Eagle Cash Card
· ID Cards- CAC card expiration will be moved to the end of contract if time of deployment is covered by contract dates
· Dental- DD 2813 updated in CDA (Dental Classification System) 
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· ACS- Family Member Information Data Sheet 
· Chaplain- Any religious material, counseling, support
· Personnel- Record of Emergency Data Completed (DD93)
· Medical (Lab, Optometry, Vision, Audiology, Immunizations, Physician) 

7. At the completion of the SRP, each contractor will receive a print out of their DA 7425, Readiness and Deployment Checklist. 

8. Please keep in mind to contact the SRP Site for a redeployment SRP within 9 days of returning from OCONUS, this is mandatory. Before departing SRP Site upon completion of redeployment SRP, please stop by room 131 to schedule your DA mandated PDHRA, 90-180 days after redeploy SRP is complete.
